Bill Summary: The bill appropriates a federal Department of Homeland Security grant in the amount of $67,600 to the Sheriff’s Office to purchase equipment to improve the department’s ability to respond to chemical, biological, radiological, nuclear and explosive (CBRNE) incidents and threats.  No local match is required.
Background Information: The Sheriff’s grant application indicates that the grant will be used for the purchase of several items to improve the JSO’s emergency response capabilities, including: a cooling system for the protective suit worn by a bomb disposal officer, a Segway transporter, several blast protection screens, a high-powered cutting torch, and underwater response and recovery equipment.
Policy Impact Area: Emergency preparedness
Fiscal Impact: The bill appropriates a $67,600 federal grant with no local match required.
