Bill Summary:  This bill appropriates $76,828 from the United States Dept. of Homeland Security, Office of Domestic Preparedness, through the Florida Department of Law Enforcement, for the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office Aviation Unit.  Funds are to be used for the purchase of identified equipment in gaps relevant to intelligence and information gathering, and to chemical, biological, radiological, nuclear, and explosive (CBRNE) and all-hazards response capabilities for the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office Aviation Unit in anti-terrorism operations.  The legislation states that there is no local match.

Background Information:  The Sheriff’s Aviation Unit has identified gaps in equipment needs for operational periods during a tactical CBRNE event, intelligence gathering deployment, and urban search and rescue response.  The equipment will assist in assessment and response relative to all hazards events, mitigating risk potential to victims and first responders and decreasing consequences.  In particular, funds will be used to purchase moving map units and aircrew helmets with night vision goggles mounts.
