An ordinance appropriating A $159,712 grant from the u. s. department of homeland security, federal emergency management agency, through the STATE OF florida division of emergency management TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR A MITIGATION/RECONSTRUCTION PROJECT FOR A REPEATEDLY FLOODED AND DAMAGED PROPERTY AT 2811 WEST FOURTH STREET AS PART OF THE SEVERE REPETITIVE LOSS (SRL) MITIGATION GRANT PROGRAM, as initiated by B.T. 09-082; providing a carryover of funds to fiscal year 2009-2010; providing an effective date.

Section 2.

Carryover.  The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover to fiscal year 2009-2010.

Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for a mitigation/reconstruction project for property at 2811 West Fourth Street which has sustained repetitive flooding.  The City will enter into a subgrant agreement with the homeowners to reimburse them with FEMA grant funding for: the demolition of the existing structure; the permitting, surveying and design associated with the project; the pouring of a new elevated structure; and, the construction of a home on the existing lot.   A copy of the Federally Funded Subgrant Agreement is on file with the Legislative Services Division.  Matching funds in the amount of $15,971.20 will be provided by the homeowners.
Section 4.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
