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RESOLUTION 2009-271   

A RESOLUTION MAKING FINDINGS; DESIGNATING AS A BROWNFIELD AREA CERTAIN DEVELOPABLE AREAS (APPROXIMATELY 45.7 ACRES OWNED BY IMESON CONSOLIDATED SERVICES, LLC, HEREIN “ICS”) AT IMESON INTERNATIONAL INDUSTRIAL PARK, WHICH AREAS ARE CONTIGUOUS TO THE IMESON INDUSTRIAL PARK BROWNFIELD AREA DESIGNATED BY RESOLUTION 2004-1386-A; LIMITATION OF CITY LIABILITY; NOTIFICATION TO FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION; RECOMMENDATION OF BROWNFIELD BONUS FOR ICS PROJECT WITH WAIVER OF LOCAL MATCH; OVERSIGHT BY THE JACKSONVILLE ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT COMMISSION; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the Florida Brownfields Redevelopment Act, §§376.77 – 376.85, Fla. Stat., hereinafter, “the Act,” §§376.80(1) encourages reusing abandoned and underused real property, which may be degraded by actual or perceived environmental contamination, by providing tax relief related to job creation, environmental remediation funds, and environmental regulatory relief; and

WHEREAS, the Consolidated City of Jacksonville has designated several areas of the City as “Brownfield Areas” to facilitate their reuse; and

WHEREAS, the Resolution 2004-1386-A designated three developable areas within the City’s Enterprise Zone as Brownfield areas, including an area at Imeson Industrial Park; and

WHEREAS, Imeson Consolidated Services, LLC (“Company”) owns approximately 45.7 developable areas contiguous to the Brownfield area at Imeson Industrial Park which meet the criteria specified in §376.80(2)(a), Fla. Stat., for designation as a Brownfield area; and

WHEREAS, the Act requires the City to notify in writing the Florida Department of Environmental Protection of Jacksonville designating of the Brownfield Area; and,

WHEREAS, the City has complied with the procedures outlined in §125.66, Fla. Stat., and having given proper notice as required by §§376.80 and 125.66(4)(b)2, Fla. Stat.; and,


WHEREAS, Company has committed to:  (1) create 75 permanent full-time equivalent new jobs at the Imeson International Industrial Park within the herein designated Brownfield Redevelopment Area; (2) construct a 210,000 square foot refrigerated warehouse and distribution center at an estimated cost of $32.8 million (the “Project”); and


WHEREAS, the 75 jobs are anticipated to pay an average wage of $35,000 plus benefits; and
WHEREAS, the aforementioned capital investment, jobs and wage data exceed the requirements related to the Brownfield incentive approved by this resolution; and
WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville (“City”) wishes to support tax refunds for the Company in the maximum amount payable by the state under Section 288.107, relating to participation in the Brownfield Redevelopment Bonus Refund Program (the “Program”); and

WHEREAS, the City desires a waiver of the local match provision for the following reasons: 

1. Notwithstanding certain challenges for development that face the site in question, as a consolidated city and county of over 840 square miles, the City has more distressed areas in need of the limited economic resources available for economic development; 

2. The project is not located in a census tract with a distressed score of 15 or greater; 

3. The average wage of the jobs being created by this project is not higher than the state or county-wide average wage; 

4. The project is not consistent with the objectives contained within our adopted Public Investment Policy (PIP), namely that projects receiving public investment create higher wage jobs and promote and leverage investment in economically distressed areas; and
WHEREAS, as said jobs are created the State will be providing certain State financial support of the Project, all as further described in the Project Summary, attached hereto as “Exhibit 1”; and

WHEREAS, on February 12, 2009, the Jacksonville Economic Development Commission (“JEDC”) approved a resolution in support of the Brownfield Redevelopment Bonus Refunds as described herein, said JEDC resolution being attached hereto as “Exhibit 2”; now therefore,


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1. 
Adoption of Preamble.  The Council, acting as the governing body of a county, finds the preamble hereof to be true and correct.


Section 2.
 
Designation of ICS Brownfield Area.  For the purpose of §§376.77 – 376.85, Fla. Stat., the area depicted on “Exhibit 3” (attached hereto) and described in Exhibit 4 (attached hereto), is hereby designated as a Brownfield area.  For purposes of Jacksonville’s Brownfields Program, this area shall be called the “ICS Brownfield Area”. 
Section 3.

Limitation of City Liability.  Such brownfield designation shall not, however, render the City of Jacksonville liable for the cost of site rehabilitation or source removal, as those terms are defined in §§376.79(14) and (15), Fla. Stat., or for any other costs in excess of those attributable to the City as administrator of a Brownfield Program.


Section 4.

Notifications. The Director, Planning and Development Department, is authorized to advise the Florida Department of Environmental Protection whenever a person assumes responsibility for a brownfield site rehabilitation within the designated area.  The Council Secretary is directed to notify the Florida Department of Environmental Protection that by this resolution the City has established the ICS Brownfield Area.

Section 5.

Recommendation for Brownfield Redevelopment Bonus Refunds.  The Council, acting in its capacity as a county, for the reasons set forth in the preamble to this resolution, hereby elects an exemption from the local match requirement as permitted by the Brownfield Redevelopment Bonus Program and recommends to the State of Florida Office of Tourism, Trade and Economic Development (including an application to Enterprise Florida, Inc.) that the Company be approved for the Brownfield Redevelopment Bonus Refunds Incentive pursuant to Section 288.107, Florida Statutes.


Section 6.

Oversight.  Working with other City departments as necessary, the JEDC shall provide all necessary oversight for the Brownfield Redevelopment Bonus project and Brownfield Area as described in this Resolution.

Section 7.

Effective Date.  This Resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

Executive Summary

Imeson Consolidated Services, LLC (“ICS”) proposes to construct a 210,000 Square Foot
refrigerated warehouse on a 45.7-acre undeveloped tract of land located at 898 Malnove
Drive in the Imeson Industrial Park. The financial incentives available within Jacksonville’s
Enterprise Zone, Empowerment Zone and State of Florida designated Brownfield Incentive
Area are necessary for the Jacksonville location to be economically viable. The project cost
is estimated to be $32.8 million and will create 75 new, full-time jobs.

Company Background

ICS, a business unit of ICS Logistics, is the project developer, owner and operator of the
proposed refrigerated warehouse and distribution center to be constructed and located at 898
Malnove Drive adjacent to the Brownfield Designated Area of Imeson International
Industrial Park. In January 2008, ICS was acquired by Babcock & Brown Infrastructure
(BBI) an Australian Investment Company which operates 30 offices across Australia, North
America, Europe, Asia and the United Arab Emirates and has in excess of 1,400 employees
worldwide. ICS proposes to expand their refrigerated storage capacity in the southeast
United States to support their growing import/export customer base. ICS currently owns
and operates two (2) refrigerated warehouses in Jacksonville and manages the former
Caribbean Cold Storage warehouse on Dennis Street. Additionally, ICS owns and operates
warehouse and distribution facilities in Mobile, AL and New Orleans, LA. The Imeson site
has been selected in part because of its location within the State of Florida Enterprise Zone,
Brownfield Incentive Area (via expansion of existing Brownfield area) and Federal
Empowerment Zone, and the incentives available within these districts.

Project Parameters

0 Employment:
Construction of the proposed 210,000 Square Foot distribution center will create up to
75 new full-time jobs paying an average wage of $35,000 plus approximately $4,900 in
benefits. These include health insurance, life insurance, dental insurance, accident
insurance, tuition reimbursement and a 401(k) retirement plan. The project will add $2.6
million in annual payroll, $3 million with benefits, to the Jacksonville economy.
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g Estimated Investment:
ICS estimates that the project will generate an investment of $6.3 million in land, $17.5
million in construction, and $9 million in machinery and equipment for a total private
capital investment of $32.8 million.

0 Public Investment and Rationale:

The State of Florida Brownfield Redevelopment Bonus program was created to
encourage redevelopment and job creation within designated Brownfield areas. The
program provides tax refunds up to $2,500 per new job created in Brownfield-designated
areas. To be eligible, projects must create at least 10 new full-time permanent jobs and
result in a fixed capital investment of at least $2 million. Funding for this incentive is
80% from the State (82,000) and 20% from the City ($§500). Cities may request a waiver
of their local match pursuant to Florida Statute 288.107, by approving a resolution
showing support for the project, verifying (or establishing) that the project is in a
Brownfield area, and stating the reason for requesting a waiver.

Therefore, JEDC staff proposes a State of Florida Brownfield Redevelopment Bonus
equal to $2,000 per each new full-time job created up to 75 jobs within 18 months of
project completion for a total of $150,000 from the state. The Brownfield
Redevelopment Bonus Program is administered by Enterprise Florida and the
Governor’s Office of Trade Tourism and Economic Development (OTTED).

JEDC is seeking a waiver of the 20% local match requirement for this project for the
following reasons:

1. Notwithstanding certain challenges for development that face the site in question,
as a consolidated city and county of over 840 square miles, the City has more
distressed areas in need of the limited economic resources available for economic
development;

2. The project is not located in a census tract with a distressed score of 15 or
greater;

3. The average wage of the jobs being created by this project is not higher than the
state or county-wide average wage; and

4. The project is not consistent with the objectives contained within our adopted
Public Investment Policy (PIP), namely that projects receiving public investment
create higher wage jobs and promote and leverage investment in economically
distressed areas.

a Clawbacks:
The state program has a built-in clawback, administered by OTTED, related to both the
number of jobs and actual wages. In accordance with the requirements of the program
and in consideration for the tax refund grant of $150,000, if the business fails to create
75 new full-time jobs within the timeframe set forth by the Brownfield application, the
annual payments by the State will be adjusted downward at the rate of $2,000 per job
below the 75-person new job creation target. The refund payments will not be made until
verification that the company has achieved its contractual obligations. This verification
will be performed by OTTED each year during the contract term of the Brownfield
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Redevelopment Bonus Program award. Note: The annual payments are 25 percent of the
total Brownfield Area Incentive award and paid over a four (4) year period.

Imeson Consolidated Services, LLC (ICS) will utilize the 45.7-acre project site to
construct the proposed 210,000 Square Foot refrigerated warehouse facility located at
898 Malnove Drive within the Imeson International Business Park located in North
Jacksonville within Council District 11, represented by Council Member Ray Holt.

0 Community Service Commitment:
ICS has provided financial support for many years to numerous organizations including
Rodeheaver Boys’ Ranch, I. M. Sulzbacher Center for the Homeless and the Food Bank.

o The project supports sustainable job growth by creating 75 new full-time positions
generating an annual payroll of approximately $3 million.
o The project allows for the expansion of a targeted industry — distribution.

Requested Action

Staff recommends that Jacksonville Economic Development Commission authorize the
introduction of legislation to the City Council expressing support for a State of Florida
Brownfield Redevelopment Bonus Program, explaining why the City is seeking a waiver of
the local match provision, and designation of the project site as a Brownfield Area.

The Executive Director of the JEDC, or his designee, is hereby authorized to
deliver. for and on behalf of the City and the JEDC any documents necessary or appropriate to
cffectuate the purpose of this resolution and take, or cause to be taken, for and on behalf of the
JEDC, such further action to effectuate the purpose of this resolution.

Section 4. Incentives approved by the JEDC or any other board or agency of the City are not
binding upon either the JEDC, the City, or State unul such time as there is an executed
Agreement between the necessary parties.
