ORDINANCE 2009-304-E
AN ORDINANCE REGARDING A GRANT TO THE SALVATION ARMY AND USO FOR NONCOMPLIANCE OF ORDINANCE CODE CHAPTER 118; REQUESTING EMERGENCY PASSAGE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the public service grant provisions in Chapter 118.207(e) requires the grant recipients to establish separate bank accounts for the public service grant funds; and  

WHEREAS, the Salvation Army and USO received public service grant funds but failed to establish separate banks accounts for these funds; and


WHEREAS, as a result of the failure to establish separate bank accounts, the Salvation Army and the USO have been placed on the non compliance list and are thereby unable to receive the funds appropriated for the 2008-2009 fiscal year until the Salvation Army is removed from that list; and 


WHEREAS, although the Salvation Army and the USO have established separate accounts and the funds have been properly placed, such action does not cure the past infractions; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

That the City of Jacksonville hereby acknowledges that Salvation Army and the USO are currently in compliance with terms and conditions of the public service grants and Chapter 118, and directs the Council Auditor to remove the Salvation Army and the USO from the non compliance list, and continue to monitor and administer the remaining grant funds in accordance with Chapter 118 and the public service grant contracts. 

Section 2.

Requesting Emergency Passage, Pursuant to Council Rules 4.901 Emergency. Emergency passage is requested. The nature of the emergency is that the Salvation Army and the USO cannot receive the 2008-2009 grants until the Salvation Army and the USO are removed from the noncompliance list, which were awarded October 1, 2008.  

Section 3.

Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
