PURPOSE/SUMMARY: 

To appropriate from the Office of Justice Programs (OJP), Office on Violence Against Women (OVW), a Grant to Encourage Arrest Policies and Enforcement of Protection Orders. The purpose of the grant is to enhance victim safety and offender accountability in cases of domestic violence, dating violence, sexual assault, and stalking, as well as to increase the safety and security of victims of domestic violence. This is a new, two year grant with which the City of Jacksonville’s Department of Recreation and Community Services, through its Behavioral and Human Services Division, will contract with the its grant partner Hubbard House, Inc. The Behavioral and Human Services Division will also have Letters of Understanding with the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office, the State Attorney of the Fourth Judicial Circuit of Florida, and the Fourth Judicial Circuit Court of Florida. The effective date shall be October 1, 2008.

Funds will be used to improve public safety by enhancing victim safety and offender accountability in cases of domestic violence, dating violence, sexual assault, and stalking, as well as by increasing the safety and security of victims of domestic violence.  The project will: 1) convene a court planning working group to focus on integrating the domestic violence court into existing judicial framework; 2) hire and train domestic violence court staff; 3) establish and implement a case management system for the court; 4) support two advocates for Hubbard House to provide a myriad of advocacy services for domestic violence victims; 5) support an in-custody batterer’s intervention group; and 6) establish and create communication procedures to enhance offender accountability.
