Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for the purchase of Light Detection and Ranging (LIDAR) topographic data.  Receipt of the funding from the Florida Department of Emergency Management was previously authorized in Ordinance 2007-313-E, but the original legislative request failed to include the BT to move the revenue funds to an expense account that would allow their use for additional mapping.
