PURPOSE/SUMMARY:   To appropriate funds for the U.S. EPA Particulate Matter 103 Grant.
The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) provides a grant to the Environmental Quality Division (EQD) to perform air monitoring for particulate matter within Duval County.
In early January 2007, the fiscal year 2006 contract/budget period was extended through March 2008.  Subsequently, this account has and continues to be budgeted from April 1 through March 31.  For this reason, EQD is submitting the required documentation to appropriate this grant funding for the period of April 1, 2009 through March 31, 2010.

Representatives of EPA have mandated that EQD assign a permanent position in this account beginning this fiscal year.  EQD is seeking permission to authorize a civil service Environmental Technician Senior position.  EQD will laterally transfer one Environmental Technician Senior to this position upon budget and Human Resource Division approval.
We are attaching a copy of the fiscal year 2010 grant application.  EQD does not anticipate any substantial changes.
