Bill Summary: This ordinance appropriates $26,000 from the Water and Sewer Expansion Authority (WSEA) General Reserves account to provide funding to complete the construction of water infrastructure at Zona Avenue, in accordance with Article 26 of the City Charter, as initiated by B.T. 09-101; amending the 2008-2013 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program, approved by Ordinance 2008-555-E, to authorize a Priority 1 Status for the “Zona Avenue” project; authorizing project by WSEA resolution; providing for a reverter of funds.
Background:  This appropriation enables WSEA to utilize funds borrowed from the Banking Fund account for the purpose of providing infrastructure for water utilities to neighborhoods within the City of Jacksonville that request such services; the Zona Avenue properties (west of Nitram Avenue; 7016 Zona Avenue to 7022 Zona Avenue) is located in Council District 2. Seventy percent of the capital costs of the water infrastructure will be borne by homeowners within the project, and 30% will be borne by WSEA.
