RESOLUTION 2009-338-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING THE EDWARD WATERS COLLEGE FOOTBALL PROGRAM FOR ITS OUTSTANDING ACHIEVEMENTS IN THE 2007 AND 2008 SEASONS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS,
founded in 1866, Edward Waters College is among the Historically Black Colleges and Universities that has been an integral part of Jacksonville throughout its history as an institution of higher learning; and

WHEREAS,
among the many contributions that Edward Waters College has made to the Jacksonville community has been its prowess as an athletic powerhouse that has earned championships that has brought pride to both the campus and the City; and

WHEREAS,
in the 2007-2008 football seasons, Edward Waters College football team was the South East Athletic Conference champion and Coach Kevin J. Clark was designated Coach of the Year; EWC was 2007 Historically Black Colleges and Universities’ Classic Champs, Trenttonio Stewart was named conference player of the year, Naden Madeus named conference defensive player of the year and Johnathan Johnson was the National Association of Intercollegiate Athletics All American for Edward Waters; and
WHEREAS,
in 2008, the Tigers were the RJ Bunch Classic Champs and the 2008 National Association of Intercollegiate Athletics All Americans were from Edward Waters: Anens Stevens, Johnathan Johnson and Maurice Young; and
WHEREAS,
the Edward Waters College football program is a stellar component of the Edward Waters College community and has consistently demonstrated the prowess and pride of scholar-athletes in contemporary college life and we honor and commend the victorious Edward Waters College Tigers, their coaches, support staff, faculty, students and alumni who make it all possible and make us all proud; now therefore
