Bill Summary:  This bill appropriates $350,700 from an Interest Earnings account to cover the one-time costs of expanding the Hogan Road Tax Collector’s Office to accommodate full driver license services.  Provision is made for the carryover of appropriated funds to the 2009-2010 fiscal year.  Emergency passage is being requested by the Tax Collector’s Office in order to have the expanded office opened and providing full driver license services before the Florida Dept. of Highway Safety and Motor Vehicles closes its Beach Boulevard office and ceases services.
Background Information:  The expansion is being requested as a result of the Dept. of Highway Safety and Motor Vehicles’ closure of two offices in Duval County this year.  The Tax Collector’s Office anticipates this to be a revenue generator based on the projected number of transactions and fees to be retained for providing this vital service to the citizens of Duval County and the surrounding area.  Proposed Ordinance 2009-340 approves a lease amendment to provide for an additional 3,000 square feet of office space in the Hogan’s Corner Shopping Plaza to accommodate additional staff and equipment necessary to operate a driver license office.
