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ORDINANCE 2009-340
AN ORDINANCE APPROVING, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, THE FIRST AMENDMENT TO THE LEASE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE, TAX COLLECTOR (LESSEE), AND HOGAN’S CORNER, LLC (LESSOR), FOR THE LEASE OF AN ADDITIONAL 3,000 SQUARE FEET OF OFFICE SPACE IN THE HOGAN’S CORNER SHOPPING PLAZA AT 7060 BEACH BOULEVARD, IN ORDER TO ACCOMMODATE ADDITIONAL STAFF AND EQUIPMENT NECESSARY TO OPERATE A DRIVER LICENSE OFFICE, ON THE SAME TERMS AND CONDITIONS AS THE ORIGINAL LEASE WITH THE EXCEPTION OF A NEW COMMENCEMENT DATE OF JULY 1, 2009; REQUESTING EMERGENCY PASSAGE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

First amendment to lease approved and execution authorized.  There is hereby approved, and the Mayor and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, the First Amendment to the Lease Agreement between the City of Jacksonville, Tax Collector (Lessee), and Hogan’s Corner, LLC (Lessor), in substantially the same form as is attached hereto as Exhibit 1.  Said amendment provides for the lease of an additional 3,000 square feet of office space in the Hogan’s Corner Shopping Plaza at 7060 Beach Boulevard, to accommodate additional staff and equipment necessary to operate a driver license office.  With the exception of a new commencement date of July 1, 2009, the amended lease shall be governed by the terms and conditions of the original lease.
Section 2.

Requesting Emergency Passage, Pursuant to Council Rules 4.901 Emergency.
The Tax Collector’s Office is requesting an emergency passage of this legislation.  The nature of the emergency is the need to have the Tax Collector’s office at Hogan’s Corner expanded, opened and providing full driver license services before the Florida Department of Highway Safety and Motor Vehicles closes its Beach Boulevard office and ceases all driver license services.

   Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

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FIRST AMENDMENT TO LEASE AGREEMENT

THIS FIRST AMENDMENT TO LEASE AGREEMENT (“Amendment”) is entered into
this day of , 2009, by and between HOGAN’S CORNER, LLC, a
Florida limited liability company (“Landlord’), whose address is 1919 Nightfall Drive, Neptune
Beach, FL 32266, and the CITY OF JACKSONVILLE, a Florida municipal corporation
(“Tenant’), whose address is c/o Public Works Department, Real Estate Division, 214 North
Hogan Street, 10t Floor, Jacksonville, Florida 32202.

BACKGROUND FACTS

A. Landlord and Tenant entered into that certain Lease Agreement dated June 13,
2008 whereby Tenant agreed to lease certain premises from Landlord more particularly
described therein (the “Lease”); and

B. Landlord and Tenant desire to amend the terms of the Lease as provided herein.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of Ten Dollars ($10.00) and other valuable
consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged, the parties hereby
agree to amend the Lease as set forth herein.

1. Background Facts. The Background Facts as set forth above are agreed to be
true and correct and incorporated herein by this reference.

2. Capitalized Terms. Unless otherwise defined herein, all capitalized terms shall
have the meanings given to them in the Lease.

3. Amendment to Demised Premises. The only paragraph under Section 1 of the
Lease is deleted in its entirety and the following paragraph inserted in its place:

That the Landlord, for and in consideration of the covenants and
agreements hereinafter mentioned to be kept and performed by the Tenant,
has demised and leased to the Tenant, for the term and under the
conditions hereinafter set out, those certain premises in Jacksonville,
Duval County, Florida, described as follows:

Spaces 11 thru 18
Located at 7120 Hogan Road,
Jacksonville, Florida 32216, in the shopping
Plaza commonly known as “Hogan’s Corner”

as shown on the floor plan attached hereto as Exhibit “A” attached hereto
and made a part hereof which shall constitute an aggregate area of 8,000
square feet of space measured from the outside of the exterior walls and to
the center of the interior walls of the demised premises.
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4. Amendment to Lease Term. The Commencement Date is amended in the Lease
to read “July 1, 2009” instead of “April 1, 2009.”

5. Amendment to Additional Terms.

(a) The last sentence in Section 21(A) of the Lease is deleted in its entirety
and the following sentence inserted in its place:

Notwithstanding the foregoing, if the build-out is not completed in
accordance with the Tenant approved plans and specifications by October
1, 2009, subject to Tenant’s approval as described above, Tenant shall
have the right to terminate this lease by providing Landlord written notice
of the same thereafter.

(b) The paragraphs in Sections 21(B)-(D) of the Lease are hereby deleted in
their entirety and the following paragraphs substituted in its place:

(B)  Tenant shall pay vendor directly for actual costs incurred
for items set forth in Part B of Exhibit “D” after having received from
Landlord a copy of any invoices regarding such costs; provided however,
in no event will such amount exceed $110,000.00. The items in Part B of
Exhibit “D” will remain the property of the Tenant and Tenant shall have
the right to remove such property in accordance with the terms of this
Lease. Tenant shall pay Landlord for the build-out of the work provided
in Part A of Exhibit “D”, in the amount of $472,400 will be paid over the
term of this Lease in accordance with the monthly rent contained in
Exhibit “B-2”. At any time during the term of this Lease, Tenant may pay
the remaining principal for the Exhibit “D”, Part A build-out without
penalty or interest, and the monthly rent shall be reduced as provided in
Exhibit “B-1”, attached hereto and made a part hereof.

(C)  Tenant shall have the option to pay to Landlord the build-
out amount, which amount shall not exceed $472,400, within thirty (30)
days of the date of occupancy of the demised premises by Tenant. In the
event Tenant pays the build-out amount to Landlord, the rental amounts to
be paid by Tenant to Landlord shall be made by Tenant as set forth in
Exhibit “B-1".

(D) Tenant, its officers, agents, employees, invitees, sublessees,
and contractors shall have the right to use in common with Landlord, its
tenants and invitees, all driveways, parking areas, and other common areas
located at the Hogan’s Corner, 7120 Hogan Road, Jacksonville, Florida
32216. All employees of Tenant will park in designated parking areas of
the parking lot of Hogan’s Corner.

6. Amendment to Miscellaneous Section.
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Section 30(D) of the Lease is amended to add the following sentence at the end of
the paragraph:

The parties may amend this agreement without further action by the City
Council of Jacksonville, Florida, to extend the Commencement Date or
build-out completion date, amend the floor plans as long as any such
amendment does not increase the build-out costs in Section 21, and any
exhibits attached hereto that require revisions due to any extensions of the
Commencement Date or build-out completion date.

7. Amendment to Exhibits. The following exhibits to the Lease are hereby
amended and restated as follows:

A. Amendment to Exhibit “A”. The Exhibit “A” of the Lease is amended and
restated to be the Exhibit “A” attached hereto.

B. Amendment to Exhibit “B-1”. The Exhibit “B-1" attached to the Lease is
amended and restated to be the Exhibit “B-1” attached hereto.

C. Amendment to Exhibit “B-2”. The Exhibit “B-2” attached to the Lease is
amended and restated to be the Exhibit “B-2” attached hereto.

lj. Amendment to Exhibit “C”. The Exhibit “C” attached to the Lease is
amended and restated to be the Exhibit “C” attached hereto.

E. Amendment to Exhibit “D”. The Exhibit “D” attached to the Lease is
amended and restated to be the Exhibit “D?” attached hereto.

F. Amendment to Exhibit “D (Part B)”. The Exhibit “D (Part B)” attached to
the Lease is amended and restated to be the Exhibit “D (Part B)” attached hereto.

8. Authority. Landlord represents and warrants to Tenant that Landlord has full right
and authority to execute and perform its obligations under the Lease as amended by this
Amendment, and Landlord and the person(s) signing this Amendment on Landlord's behalf
represent and warrant to Tenant that such person(s) are duly authorized to execute this Amendment
on Landlord's behalf without further consent or approval by anyone. Landlord shall deliver to
Tenant promptly upon request all documents reasonably requested by Tenant to evidence such
authority.

9. Effectiveness; Ratification of the Lease. The effectiveness of this Amendment
shall be retroactive to April 1, 2009. The provisions of the Lease shall remain in full force and
effect except as expressly provided in this Amendment.

10.  Entire Agreement. This Amendment is the entire agreement of the parties
regarding the modifications to the Lease provided herein, and supersedes all prior agreements
and understandings regarding such subject matter, and may be modified only by a writing
executed by the party against whom the modification is sought to be enforced, and shall bind and
benefit the parties and their respective successor, legal representatives and assigns.

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11.  Counterpart Execution. This Amendment may be executed in a number of

identical counterparts, each of which for all purposes is deemed an original, and all of which
constitute collectively one (1) agreement, but in making proof of this Amendment, it shall not be

necessary to produce or account for more than one such counterpart.

11.  City Council Approval. This Amendment is expressly conditioned upon the
approval of the City Council of Jacksonville, Florida.
