AN ORDINANCE CONCERNING THE JACKSONVILLE SHERIFF’S OFFICE REGARDING “POLICE SUB-STATION AND STOP-STATION PROJECTS” FOR THE LOCATION OF CERTAIN LAW ENFORCEMENT FACILITIES AND PERSONNEL AT VARIOUS LOCATIONS THROUGHOUT THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AT NO RENTAL COST TO THE CITY, AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE POLICE SUB-STATION AND POLICE STOP-STATION AGREEMENTS WITH PROPERTY OWNERS (OR AUTHORIZED PROPERTY MANAGERS) FOR THE SPECIFIED LAW ENFORCEMENT PURPOSES AS SET FORTH IN FORM AGREEMENTS DESIGNATED AS STANDARD AGREEMENTS; PROVIDING FOR AND AUTHORIZING CONTINUED FUTURE USE OF SUCH STANDARD AGREEMENTS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS,
the use of police sub-station and stop-station agreements has proven effective and beneficial to the Office of the Sheriff and the businesses and citizens of Jacksonville, and


WHEREAS,
the continued use of standard agreements is of benefit to the continued and expanded utilization of the sub-station and stop-station concept of securing low cost police presence in neighborhoods throughout the City; now therefore 

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Authorization/Designation of Standard Agreements.  The sub station Agreement identified as Revised Exhibit 1, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 1, Agt. bet. COJ and JSO, May 18, 2008 – Finance” attached hereto, is for sub station projects at locations throughout the City.  The form sub station agreement set forth in Revised Exhibit 1, except for a specific project description and a selection of an optional provision regarding improvements, is hereby designated as a Standard Police Sub-Station Agreement for use at locations approved by the Sheriff and located within the City. The stop station Agreement identified as Exhibit 2 attached hereto, is for stop station projects at locations throughout the City.  The form stop station agreement set forth in Exhibit 2, except for a specific project description and a selection of an optional provision regarding improvements, is hereby designated as a Standard Police Stop-Station Agreement for use at locations approved by the Sheriff and located within the City. Any cost or expense assumed by the City as authorized by Exhibit 1 or Exhibit 2 shall be an authorized expense in the budget approved by the City Council for the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office.

Section 2.

Authorization for Continued Future Use of Standard Agreements.  The Mayor and Corporation Secretary are authorized to execute any future Standard Police Sub-Station or Stop-Station Agreement for projects as are approved by the Sheriff, from time to time, with no further action by the Council.


Section 3.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

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AGREEMENT ESTABLISHING A POLICE SUB-STATION
Between the
CITY OF JACKSONVILLE/JACKSONVILLE SHERIFF’'S OFFICE (3-11-09)

and

In consideration of the mutual benefits to the parties in having a police
presence at the location described below, the hereinafter described owner and
the City of Jacksonville, on behalf of the Jacksonville Sheriff's Office (“JSO”),
herein collectively the “City”, wish to confirm the understanding and agreement of
the parties concerning the terms upon which the City may utilize the property
described herein below to establish a Police Sub-Station. As previously
discussed at meetings between the parties,
(“Owner) and City agree as follows:

(1) K is in the interest of the citizens of Jacksonville to establish
locations throughout Jacksonville, Florida that will serve as Police
Sub-Stations which will be available to JSO to carry out certain law
enforcement related duties and responsibilities. It is expected and
intended that the utilization of such locations will enhance the
quality of police/citizen contact and serve to bring the police officers
closer to the community they serve.

(2) The Owner authorizes the City's JSO (at no rental) to utilize the
following location (“Location”):

(location address)
[NOTE: IN THE EVENT THE OWNER AND JSO AGREE, THE
LOCATION MAY BE EXPANDED BY AMENDMENT TO THIS
AGREEMENT.]

(3) The City's JSO is authorized to use the Location twenty-four (24)
hours a day, seven (7) days a week. The Owner will provide a key
or keys to the Location to be retained and used by the JSO
personnel using the Location.
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(4) The Owner will furnish electric, water, sewer, and garbage services
at no cost to City/dJSO. [NOTE: Can be revised to authorize City to
pay for utilities and garbage services if approved by the Sheriff.]

(5) Owner shall maintain the Location in a good, safe and usable
condition.

(6) The JSO will secure the Location when it is not occupied and
maintain it in a clean condition.

(7)  The Location will be used by JSO as a patrol zone headquarters for
JSO personnel, for a wide range of law enforcement purposes,
including, but not limited to, offices, meeting with officers and
supervisors, preparing reports, meeting with victims and witnesses,
and meeting with citizens to discuss law enforcement problems in
the zone.

(8) It is understood that the Owner is providing the City/JSO
authorization to use the Location as a service to the community
and, while increased police presence at or in the vicinity of the
Location is expected, the Owner acknowledges that there have
been no promises of any increased level of police service to their
business property.

(9)  This agreement shall take effect on , 2009,
and continue in full force and effect until (up_to 4
years) , and may be renewed for an additional term of

up to four years unless terminated pursuant to section (10) below.

(10) After the initial term, this agreement may be terminated by
City/JSO or Owner, with or without cause, by providing One
Hundred and Eighty (180) days notice to the other party. Notice
shall be served by registered or certified mail, return receipt
requested, to Owner at (address) and to the
City via JSO, 501 East Bay Street, Administration, Room 304,
Jacksonville, FL 32202. [NOTE: IF APPROVED BY THE JSO, A
90 DAY NOTICE PERIOD MAY BE UTILIZED.]

(11) The Owner and the City/JSO agree that each party has specific
obligations on their ownership and/or use of the facilities. Each
party agrees to defend all claims and pay all claims which arise as
a result of their respective ownership or usage obligation in
connection with the Location.

(12) No rent will be charged by the Owner to the City or JSO for JSO's
use of the location.

The JSO shall be responsible for payment of all telephone and
computer equipment utilized by the JSO. The Owner shall have the
right to approve any signs that the JSO wishes to place on the
Location.

The Owner agrees to allow the JSO exclusive use of
( ) parking spaces extending directly in front of

the Location.

OPTIONAL: In the event the Location requires improvements for
the reasonable utilization of the Location by the JSO, the JSO may
secure said improvements at a not-to-exceed cost to the City/JSO,
cumulatively, of Ten Thousand Dollars ($10,000.00) per Location.

Indemnification: To the extent permitted by law, the CITY shall hold
harmless, indemnify, and defend the OWNER, its agents, employees and
assigns, against any claim, action, damages, injury, liability, cost and
expense of whatsoever kind or nature, arising solely out of the acts or
omissions of the CITY, including its employees, agents, and/or
subcontractors, that may arise from the performance of this Agreement.
However, the City shall not be obligated hereunder to indemnify and
defend the OWNER, its agents, employees and assigns, against any
claim, action, damages, injury, liability, cost and expense arising directly
or indirectly out of the acts or omissions of the OWNER, its agents,
employees and assigns.

By entering into this Agreement the CITY does not waive its limits on
liability as enumerated in section 768.28, Florida Statutes, Florida’s
statutory waiver of sovereign immunity for tort claims.

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AGREEMENT ESTABLISHING A POLICE STOP STATION
Between the
CITY OF JACKSONVILLE/JACKSONVILLE SHERIFF’'S OFFICE (3-11-09)

and

In consideration of the mutual benefits to the parties in having a police
presence at the location described below, the hereinafter described owner and
the City of Jacksonville, on behalf of the Jacksonville Sheriffs Office (“JSQO”),
herein collectively the “City”, wish to confirm the understanding and agreement of
the parties conceming the terms upon which the City may utilize the property
described herein below to establish a Police Stop-Station. As previously
discussed at meetings between the parties,
(“Owner) and City agree as follows:

(1) It is in the interest of the citizens of Jacksonville to establish
locations throughout Jacksonville, Florida that will serve as Police
Stop Stations which will be available to JSO police officers to carry
out certain law enforcement related duties and responsibilities. It is
expected and intended that the utilization of such locations will
enhance the quality of police/citizen contact and serve to bring the
police officers closer to the community they serve.

(2)  The Owner authorizes the City's JSO (at no rental) to utilize the
following location (“Location”):

(3) The JSO is authorized to use the Location twenty-four (24) hours a
day, seven (7) days a week. The Owner will provide a key or keys
to the Location to be retained and used by the JSO personnel using
the Location. The JSO will notify the Owner of personnel to be
provided a copy of said key(s).

(4) The Owner will furnish the following services/utilities at the
Location:
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Utilities, office and phone (including trash/garbage
collection).

(5) Owner shall maintain the Location in a good, safe and usable
condition.

(6) The JSO will secure the Location when it is not occupied and
maintain it in a clean condition.

(7) The Location may be used by JSO personnel for various law
enforcement purposes, including, but not limited to, meeting with
officers and supervisors, preparing reports, meeting with victims
and witnesses, and meeting with citizens to discuss law
enforcement problems in the sub-sector.

(8) It is understood that the Owner is providing the City/JSO
authorization to use the Location as a service to the community
and, while increased police presence at or in the vicinity of the
Location is expected, the Owner acknowledges that there have
been no promises of any increased level of police service to their
business property.

(9)  This agreement shall take effect on , 2009,
and continue in full force and effect until (up to 4
years) , and may be renewed for an additional term of

up to four years unless terminated pursuant to section (10) below.

(10) This agreement may be terminated by City/JSO or Owner, with or
without cause, by providing thirty (30) days notice to the other
party. Notice shall be served by registered or certified mail, return
receipt requested, to Owner at (address) and
to the City via JSO, 501 East Bay Street, Administration, Room
304, Jacksonville, FL 32202.

(11) OPTIONAL: In the event the Location requires improvements for
the reasonable utilization of the Location by the JSO, the JSO may
secure said improvements at a not-to-exceed cost to the City/JSO
of One Thousand Dollars ($1,000.00).

(12) Indemnification: To the extent permitted by law, the CITY shall hold
harmless, indemnify, and defend the OWNER, its agents, employees and
assigns, against any claim, action, damages, injury, liability, cost and
expense of whatsoever kind or nature, arising solely out of the acts or
omissions of the CITY, including its employees, agents, and/or
subcontractors, that may arise from the performance of this Agreement.
However, the City shall not be obligated hereunder to indemnify and
defend the OWNER, its agents, employees and assigns, against any
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claim, action, damages, injury, liability, cost and expense arising directly
or indirectly out of the acts or omissions of the OWNER, its agents,
employees and assigns.

By entering into this Agreement the CITY does not waive its limits on
liability as enumerated in section 768.28, Florida Statutes, Florida's
statutory waiver of sovereign immunity for tort claims.
