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RESOLUTION 2009-371-A
A RESOLUTION CONFIRMING THE MAYOR’S APPOINTMENT OF DR. JANETTA NORMAN TO THE PLANNING COMMISSION TO SERVE AS AN ALTERNATE MEMBER, PURSUANT TO CHAPTER 30, ORDINANCE CODE, FOR AN INITIAL TERM TO EXPIRE OCTOBER 1, 2010; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, by Ordinance 2007-457-E, the Council approved an amendment to Chapter 30 to expand the Planning Commission by adding three alternate members to the Planning Commission; 


WHEREAS, the three alternates are required to be either former Planning Commission members or former City Council members who have served on the Land Use and Zoning Committee of the City Council; 


WHEREAS, the alternate members are appointed and confirmed to serve three year staggered terms; now therefore

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The Council hereby confirms the Mayor’s appointment of Dr. Janetta Norman, Duval County Resident and former Planning Commissioner, as an alternate to the Planning Commission, pursuant to Chapter 30, Ordinance Code, for an initial term to expire October 1, 2010.

Effective Date.  This resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
