Bill Summary: The bill ratifies the City’s previous closure and abandonment and/or disclaimer of portion of McKenna Drive on the Northside to correct any potential mistake in the determination of ownership at the time of the previous actions.
Background Information: The City enacted ordinances in 1978, 1983 and 1989 closing, abandoning, and or disclaiming any City interest in the right-of-way of Mckenna Drive, formerly known as a portion of Heckscher Drive, near Sister’s Creek on the Northside.  At the time the City acted it was believed that the roadway was under City ownership.  A subsequent title search has raised a question about whether the roadway was actually owned by the City or by the State of Florida at the time, calling into question whether the previous actions were valid or not.  This bill re-enacts those closures/abandonments/disclaimers now that the right-of-way is clearly in City ownership.
