Bill Summary: The resolution expresses the City’s consent for the Florida Department of Transportation to construct a new Marietta interchange on I-10 on Jacksonville’s Westside.
Background Information: The existing Exit 355 allowing entry to and exit from I-10 to Greeland Avenue is old and the very short ramps and sharp radius turns do not meet modern highway standards.  The project is in the FDOT’s work program but requires the City’s consent in the form of a resolution permitting the construction of a limited access roadway facility.
