WHEREAS, the property to be acquired hereunder is located in District Two of the Department; and

WHEREAS, Charles W, Baldwin, P.E., District Secretary is the chief administrative officer of said district; and
WHEREAS, Right of Way maps have been prepared showing the location of Item/Segment Number 21330)2.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the District Secretary that the part of State Road No, 8 ({-10) friém

2596.04 feet Westerly of Hammond Boufevard to 2403 96 feet Easterly of Hammond Boulevard in Duval County,

Florida is hereby located and designated as Itrem/Segment Number 2133012, and the line and location of said part of
said facility are hereby designated as a part of the Statc Highway System; and the Right of Way maps prepared by
the Department, as aforesaid, are hereby adopred as the official Right of Way maps for said Item/Segment Number;
