A RESOLUTION CONCERNING THE APPEAL OF A FINAL ORDER OF THE JACKSONVILLE HISTORIC PRESERVATION COMMISSION DENYING ON REMAND THE CERTIFICATE OF APPROPRIATENESS RELATED TO WINDOWS (COA-08-146) AS REQUESTED BY ANDREA SIMPSON TO REPLACE ALL EXISTING WINDOWS AT 2718 DELLWOOD AVENUE IN THE RIVERSIDE AVONDALE HISTORIC DISTRICT (COUNCIL DISTRICT 9), PURSUANT TO SECTION 307.204, ORDINANCE CODE; ADOPTING RECOMMENDED FINDINGS AND CONCLUSIONS OF THE LAND USE AND ZONING COMMITTEE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Andrea Simpson filed application COA 08-146 on February 29, 2008 requesting to replace all existing windows, replace the existing front door, and install an eight foot fence on the side and back yards of the property located at 2718 Dellwood Avenue in the Riverside Avondale Historic District (Council District 9); and


WHEREAS, after public hearing, the Historic Preservation Commission (HPC) approved application COA-08-146, with conditions, by Final Order dated May 22, 2008; and


WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 307.204, Ordinance Code, Andrea Simpson filed a Notice of Appeal within 21 calendar days of the Final Order; and


WHEREAS, the City Council remanded the Appeal to the Historic Preservation Commission by Resolution 2008-588-A with specific instruction to consider evidence and testimony regarding the applicability of Section 307.106(q), Ordinance Code,  and to consider whether a compromise could be reached regarding the windows; and 

WHEREAS, after public hearing, the Historic Preservation Commission denied, on remand, application COA-08-146 related to windows by Final Order dated March 9, 2009; and 
WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 307.204, Ordinance Code, Andrea Simpson filed a Notice of Appeal within 21 calendar days of the Final Order; and 

WHEREAS, the Notice of Appeal was timely filed and the appellant, as the owner, has standing to appeal; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Adoption of recommended findings and conclusions.  The Council has reviewed the record of proceedings for application COA-08-146, which is on file in the City Council Legislative Services Division and the Planning and Development Department, and has considered the recommended findings and conclusions of the Land Use and Zoning Committee.  The recommended findings and conclusions of the Land Use and Zoning Committee are hereby adopted and shall become effective immediately.  This resolution is the final action of the City Council.


Section 2.

The Legislative Services Division is directed to mail a copy of this Resolution to the appellants and any other parties who testified before the Land Use and Zoning Committee, or otherwise filed a qualified statement as defined in Section 656.140(c), Ordinance Code, or Section 307.202(c), Ordinance Code.

Section 3.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this resolution shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon the signature by the Council President and Council Secretary.
