Section 2.

Purpose.
The purpose of this appropriation is to provide funds for the restoration of the arches for the entrances to Lakeshore and to Yacht Club Road, as more fully described in Revised Exhibit 1, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 1, Amended Proposal, May 18, 2009 – Finance”, attached hereto.  Unused funds shall revert to the respective account of origin.  


Section 3.  
Finding of Public Purpose.

The Lakeshore and Yacht Club Road Arches are historic arches marking the entrances to the communities.  The arches are in disrepair, and it is the neighborhoods’ desire to retain and maintain these historic markers.   The City finds the contribution of funds to repair the historic community arches is a valid public purpose and in the best interest of the City.


Section 4.

Invoking the exception pursuant to Section 126.107(g), Ordinance Code; Authorization to execute contract. 
The City is hereby authorized to directly procure the services of Rhodes Stucco without the necessity of competitive bidding, to restore the arches for the entrance to Lakeshore and Yacht Club Road. Pursuant to Section 126.107(g), Ordinance Code, such procurement is exempted from competitive solicitation.  With the exception of the foregoing, all other provisions of Chapter 126, Ordinance Code, shall remain in full force and effect.  


Section 5.

Oversight.

The Mayor is requested to appoint the Department of Public Works to insure compliance with the agreement and all other appropriate laws.

Section 6.

Requesting Emergency Passage, Pursuant to Council Rules 4.901 Emergency. Emergency passage of this resolution is requested in order to effectuate completion of the project as soon as possible as the arches are in a state of grave disrepair.

Section 7. 
Effective Date.

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
