ORDINANCE 2009-404
AN ORDINANCE APPROVING A SECOND AMENDMENT TO THE  DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND PECAN PARK ROAD INVESTMENTS, LLC, A FLORIDA LIMITED LIABILITY COMPANY AND SUCCESSOR IN TITLE AND DEVELOPMENT RIGHTS TO LOUIS L. HUNTLEY ENTERPRISES, INC., A FLORIDA CORPORATION, CONCERNING A DEVELOPMENT (CCAS NO. 22759, 22763, 22764 AND 22765) KNOWN AS “PECAN PARK”, CONSISTING OF APPROXIMATELY 115( ACRES LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 11 AT PECAN PARK ROAD BETWEEN INTERSTATE 95 AND TISON ROAD;  EXTENDING THE EXPIRATION DATE, CONSOLIDATING THE RESERVATION OF TRIPS WITH FAIR SHARE CONTRACT (CCAS 47890), MODIFYING THE LEGAL DESCRIPTION, AND CONVERTING THE USES, SUBJECT TO A PERFORMANCE SCHEDULE AND THE PAYMENT OF AN ANNUAL RENEWAL FEE FOR THE PURPOSE OF RESERVING TRAFFIC CIRCULATION CAPACITY, PURSUANT TO PART 2, CHAPTER 655, ORDINANCE CODE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Louis L. Huntley Enterprises, Inc., a Florida corporation, entered into a Development Agreement with the City, in connection with CCAS numbers 22759, 22763, 22764, and 22765, approved pursuant to Resolution 2000-559-A, with an effective date of August 30, 2000, and recorded in Official Records Book 9729, page 1603, current public records, Duval County, Florida; and


WHEREAS, Louis L. Huntley Enterprises, Inc., a Florida corporation, entered into a First Amendment to Development Agreement with the City, in connection with CCAS numbers 22759, 22763, 22764, and 22765, approved pursuant to Resolution 2004-1310-A, recorded in Official Records Book 12442, page 510, current public records, Duval County, Florida; and


WHEREAS, Pecan Park Road Investments, LLC, successor in title and development rights to Louis L. Huntley Enterprises, Inc. has requested an extension of the duration of the Development Agreement to continue its ongoing good faith effort to develop the remaining lands described therein; and


WHEREAS, the Part 2, Chapter 655, Ordinance Code, authorizes the City to enter into development agreements with developers governing the development of land, subject to the procedures and requirements set forth therein; and


WHEREAS, the Planning and Development Department has recommended approval of the Second Amendment to Development Agreement between the City of Jacksonville and Pecan Park Road Investments, LLC, a Florida limited liability company, and successor in title and development rights to Louis L. Huntley Enterprises, Inc., a Florida corporation, concerning a development (CCAS Nos. 22759, et al) known as “Pecan Park”, consisting of approximately 115( acres located in Council District 11 at Pecan Park Road between Interstate 95 and Tison Road, and more particularly described therein, to extend the current expiration date, consolidate the reserved trips with the fair share contract between the City of Jacksonville and Pecan Park Road Investments, LLC (CCAS 47890), as amended, convert the reserved trips and revise the legal description for the development agreement, subject to a performance schedule and the payment of an annual renewal fee; and


WHEREAS, the required Planning and Development informative workshop was held and the required two public hearings were held by the Land Use and Zoning Committee and the City Council, all with due public notice having been provided, pursuant to Section 655.206, Ordinance Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Approval of Second Amendment to Development Agreement.  The Second Amendment to Development Agreement between the City of Jacksonville and Pecan Park Road Investments, LLC, a Florida limited liability company, and successor in title and development rights to Louis L. Huntley Enterprises, Inc., a Florida corporation, known as “Pecan Park”, in substantially the same form as the copy on file in the City Council Legislative Services Division, is hereby approved and the Mayor and Corporation Secretary are authorized to execute said agreement on behalf of the City.


Section 2.

Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become effective upon the signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s Signature.
