AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE CONVEYANCE OF APPROXIMATELY .045 ACRES OR 1,967 SQUARE FEET OF NORTH SHORE PARK (R.E.# 033031-0000) TO GARY F. KEYS SR. AND BEVERLY W. KEYS, FOR THE APPRAISED VALUE OF $4,000; AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO CONVEY SAID PROPERTY AND TO EXECUTE THE DOCUMENTS NECESSARY FOR THE CONVEYANCE; WAIVING SECTION 122.408 (PARKLANDS PRESERVATION POLICY), ORDINANCE CODE, SO AS TO ALLOW FOR THE SALE OF PARKLANDS TO A HOME OWNER AND FOR THE PARKLANDS NOT TO BE REPLACED AND WAIVING SECTION 122.422 (SALE OF PROPERTY THROUGH REAL ESTATE DIVISION, INVESTIGATION OF NEED, COUNCIL ACTION), ORDINANCE CODE AND WAIVING SECTION 122.424 (APPRAISAL ASSESSED VALUE OVER $25,000), ORDINANCE CODE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Gary F. Keys, Sr. and Beverly W. Keys have agreed to pay appraised value for the approximate .045 acres of North Shore Park; and

WHEREAS, currently the approximate .045 acres is not being taxed as it is parklands owned by the City of Jacksonville; and  
WHEREAS, adding the .045 acres of waterfront property to the neighboring home owner’s property will place the previously non taxed property on the tax roll and the City will be able to receive revenue based on the ad valorem taxes; and


WHEREAS, receiving revenue generated from property is a municipal purpose; now therefore
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Conveying a portion of North Shore Park for appraised value.   The Council hereby authorizes the conveyance of that certain portion of a parcel (approximately .045 acres or 1,967 square feet of North Shore Park (R.E.# 033031-0000)) of real property located on North Pearl Street in Council District 8, the “Subject Property”,  as more particularly described in Revised Exhibit 1, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 1, Revised Map, July 20, 2009 – Finance” attached hereto, to Gary F. Keys Sr. and Beverly W. Keys, for the appraised value of $4,000.  Gary F. Keys, Sr. and Beverly W. Keys shall be required to pay for appraisal by City Real Estate in advance of the appraisal.  The funds from the sale of the land shall be placed in a park replacement fund specifically for North Shore Park.  A copy of the appraisal is on file with Legislative Services.
Section 2.

Authorization of the Mayor and the Corporation Secretary to execute the necessary documents.   The Mayor and the Corporation Secretary are authorized to execute the documents necessary to convey the Subject Property, as provided for in Section 1 above. 

Section 3.
 
Waiver of Chapter 122 and Disposition Authorized.  The City hereby waives the provisions of Section 122.408 (Parklands Preservation Policy) to surplus parklands without replacing parklands in like size and value in the same general location areas.   The City hereby waives the provisions of Sec. 122.424 (Appraisal Assessed Value Over $25,000), Ordinance Code, to require the department to solicit sealed competitive bids.  The City hereby waives the provisions of Sec. 122.422 (Sale of property through Real Estate Division; investigation of need; Council action), Ordinance Code, to dispose of the property by selling for appraised value of $4,000 directly to Gary F. Keys, Sr. and Beverly W. Keys.
Section 4.

Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
