AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 35 (ENVIRONMENTAL AND COMPLIANCE DEPARTMENT), PART 4 (ANIMAL CARE AND CONTROL DIVISION), ORDINANCE CODE, TO RENAME THE DIVISION THE ANIMAL CARE AND PROTECTIVE SERVICES DIVISION;  AUTHORIZING THE MUNICIPAL CODE CORPORATION (“MUNICODE”) TO MAKE ADDITIONAL NAME CHANGES THROUGHOUT THE MUNICIPAL CODE; DIRECTING THE CHIEF OF LEGISLATIVE SERVICES TO SEND A COPY OF THIS LEGISLATION TO MUNICODE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Amending Sections 35.401 and 35.402, Ordinance Code.  Section 35.401 (Animal Care and Control Division; establishment; functions) and Section 35.402 (Division Chief) of Part 4 (Animal Care and Control Division), Chapter 35 (Environmental and Compliance Department), Ordinance Code, are hereby amended to read as follows:
CHAPTER 35.  ENVIRONMENTAL AND COMPLIANCE DEPARTMENT.

PART 4.
ANIMAL CARE AND CONTROLPROTECTIVE SERVICES DIVISION.
Sec. 35.401.
Animal Care and ControlProtective Services

Division; establishment; functions.
There is created the Animal Care and ControlProtective Services Division.  The Division shall enforce and implement laws and regulations relating to animals and animal control, animal regulatory codes, procedures, rules and regulations applicable to the City under general or special law or which may be adopted by the Council.
Sec. 35.402.
Division Chief.
The Chief of Animal Care and ControlProtective Services is the Division Chief of the Animal Care and ControlProtective Services Division.  The Chief shall be appointed by the Mayor, subject to confirmation by the Council, and shall serve at the pleasure of the Mayor.  The Chief shall have a bachelor’s degree or higher from an accredited college or university and at least five years of management experience preferably in the management of an animal care facility.
Section 2.

Municipal Code Corporation Authorization.
The Municipal Code Corporation (“Municode”), as the codifier of the City of Jacksonville’s Municipal Code, is authorized to identify any and all other references to “Animal Care and Control” or “ACC” throughout the Municipal Code and replace same with “Animal Care and Protective Services” or “ACPS.”  Copies of known sections of the Municipal Code with references to “Animal Care and Control” or “ACC” have been placed on file with the Office of Legislative Service.
Section 3.

Directing the Chief of Legislative Services to forward this legislation to Municode.
The Chief of Legislative Services is directed to forward this legislation, along with a copy of the on file material to Municode, instructing the editors of Municode to make the changes as noted in the on file attachments as well as any other places found in the Jacksonville Municipal Code. 
Section 4.  
Effective.
  This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
