Bill Summary: This ordinance appropriates $573,378.70 ($499,113.68 grant from the Florida Department of Environmental Protection and $74,265.02 from Fund Balance) to provide funding for the Gas Storage Tank Inspection Program administered by the Environmental Quality Division of the Environmental Compliance Department for the grant period from July 1, 2009 to June 30, 2010, as initiated by B.T. 09-124; provides for a carryover to Fiscal Year 2009-2010; reauthorizes positions in the Gas Storage Tank Inspection Program for the grant period, as initiated by R. C. 09-365; authorizes the Mayor and Corporation Secretary, pursuant to Section 117.104, Ordinance Code, to execute and deliver grant documents to implement the purpose of this ordinance.
Background:  For over 15 years, the Environmental Quality Division of the Environmental and Compliance Department has administered the Gas Storage Tank Inspection Program in Jacksonville.  The Environmental Quality Division will enter the 12th year of a multi-year contract with the Florida Department of Environmental Protection (FDEP), which funds the program.
