Bill Summary: This ordinance appropriates a $283,427 grant from the U.S. Department of Homeland Security to provide funding to the Environmental Quality Division of the Environmental and Compliance Department to conduct air monitoring studies in Duval County for the grant period  from July 1, 2009, to June 30, 2010, as initiated by B.T. 09-126; reauthorizes positions for the monitoring demonstration study, as initiated by R.C. 09-367; authorizes the Mayor and Corporation Secretary, pursuant to Section 117.104, Ordinance Code, to execute and deliver grant documents to implement the purpose of this ordinance.
Background:  The Environmental Quality Division (EQD) of the Environmental and Compliance Department performs monitoring for ambient air quality as part of a nationwide study.  EQD is funded by the Department of Homeland Security to conduct the ambient air monitoring studies.  Representatives from the Department of Homeland Security mandated that the contract term and budget cycle be changed to coincide with the State’s fiscal year.
