Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1, a grant from the Florida Department of Environmental Protection (FDEP), is to provide funding to the Environmental Quality Division of the Environmental and Compliance Department for ambient air monitoring to measure and record concentrations of carbon monoxide, sulfur dioxide, nitrogen dioxide, ozone and particulate matter in the atmosphere in Duval County for the grant period from July 1, 2009, to June 30, 2010.
