Bill Summary: This ordinance amends Chapter 111 (Special Revenue and Trust Accounts), Part 7 (Environment and Conservation), Ordinance Code; creating a new Section 111.785 entitled “Artificial Reef Trust Fund” to receive gifts, donations, contributions, grants, and other sums of money to be used to provide funding for artificial reef construction, artificial reef monitoring, securing, storing, surveying, transporting and environmentally cleaning artificial reef material, and educational outreach regarding artificial reefs.
Background:  The County has received grant funding for the construction of an artificial reef off the coast.  The fishing industry is a major proponent for the construction of artificial reefs. Reefs attract fish that, in turn, attract both sports and commercial fisherman.  This ordinance amendment creates a repository for funds that are received to support the maintenance, monitoring and further construction of artificial reefs.
