Parking Requirements

(a)
Conversions to office or commercial uses for a contributing historic structure shall be required to provide a minimum of fifty (50) percent of the required parking regulations in Section 656.604 and Section 656.604(e)(3) for any type of office use, and provided there are no additional parking credits applied under Section 656.607(d) of the Zoning Code. Conversions of contributing structures with a non-residential original use to residential uses may provide 50 percent of the required number of parking spaces set forth in Section 656.604(a).  65% of the required number of spaces in Section 656.604(e)(3) shall be provided for conversions to office uses for any type of office use, or Section 656.604 for commercial uses of non-contributing structures or new construction, provided there are no additional parking credits applied under Section 656.607(d) of the Zoning Code.  However contiguous on-street parking may be provided consistent with Section 656.399.23(2)(b)(i-iv) and Table 4.

(2)   Parking Requirements.    

(a)   There are no additional parking credits applied under Section 656.607(d) of the Zoning Code. Additionally, parking for conversions to office uses or new structures shall be provided on-site and no shared parking agreements will be considered for determining compliance with the parking requirements. All on-site parking for office, single-family and duplex or quadplex multi-family uses shall be stabilized and of a pervious nature, except for the driveway and required ADA accessible spaces.  Conversions of contributing structures with a non-residential original use to residential uses may provide 50 percent of the required number of parking spaces set forth in Section 656.604(a).
