ORDINANCE 2009-464
AN ORDINANCE REGARDING AN HONORARY STREET DESIGNATION; ESTABLISHING AN HONORARY STREET DESIGNATION AND INSTALLATION OF A ROADWAY  MARKER ON RAINES VIKINGS WAY IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 10; HONORING AND RECOGNIZING THE ACHIEVEMENTS OF COACH JAMES DAY; PROVIDING FOR CONFORMANCE WITH PART I (GENERAL PROVISIONS) OF CHAPTER 745, (ADDRESSING AND STREET NAMING REGULATIONS) ORDINANCE CODE; APPROPRIATING $200.00 FROM THE SPECIAL COUNCIL CONTINGENCY ACCOUNT TO FUND THE INSTALLATION OF THE MARKER; WAIVING THE REQUIREMENTS OF SECTION 745.105(e)(2), ORDINANCE CODE, REGARDING PERSONS WHO HONORARY STREET DESIGNATION MAY BE NAMED AFTER; DIRECTING LEGISLATIVE SERVICES TO FORWARD ORDINANCE TO THE PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS,
for nearly fifty years, James Day, often referred to as the dean of Jacksonville-area coaches, has been an inspiration and guiding light to young athletes; and

WHEREAS,
educated in the public schools of Alachua County, Coach Day earned a Bachelor of Education degree from Florida Normal College and a Master of Education degree from Florida A & M University; and

WHEREAS,
for forty years, Coach Day served in the Duval County Public School System as a teacher, coach and athletic director until retiring as Athletic Director and Head Track Coach at Raines High School in 1997; and
WHEREAS,
throughout his dedicated career as a coach, Coach Day amassed an array of honors and significant achievements that include compiling a 612-82-9 record coaching the Raines Vikings; two state championships, 37 regional championships and 36 district championships; named track coach of the year by the Florida Times Union and Jacksonville Journal, Coach of the Year by the Jacksonville Track Club, Florida Athletic Coaches Association and the Florida A&M University Boosters; and

WHEREAS,
a highlight of Coach Day’s life and career has been his instrumental role in establishing and promoting the Bob Hayes Invitational Track and Field Meet, becoming, under his direction, the largest one-day high school track meet in the nation; and

WHEREAS,
in recognition of his leadership and accomplishments, Coach Day was inducted into the Florida Track and Field Hall of Fame in 1985, into the Florida Athletic Coaches Hall of Fame in 1987, into the Bob Hayes Hall of Fame in 2001, into the Raines High Boosters Athletic Hall of Fame in 2001 and in 1989 was selected as the first African-American President of the Florida Athletic Coaches Association and National High School Track Coach of the year; and

WHEREAS,
Coach James Day’s records, achievements, honors and awards are many, his friends and admirers legion and his contributions to our schools, community and City will be enduring, it is appropriate that we honor and commend him; now therefore 

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Portion of Raines Vikings Way to receive an honorary street designation and the appropriate honorary marker.  An honorary roadway marker, as contemplated by Section 745.105 (h), Ordinance Code, recognizing and honoring Coach James Day, shall be placed on Raines Vikings Way in Council District 10.

Section 2.

Appropriation.  For the 2008-2009 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there is hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account (s) listed in subsection (b):

Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in this ordinance is to fund an honorary roadway marker on Raines Vikings Way in honor of Coach James Day.    Any unused funds shall be returned to their source of origin.


Section 4.

Waiver of Section 745.105 (e) (2), Ordinance Code. Section 745.105 (e)(2), Ordinance Code, requiring the naming of honorary designations after persons who have been deceased for five years, is hereby waived to allow for the honorary street designation and marker as set forth in Section 1 hereof.  The reason for the waiver is that Coach James Day is still living.  


Section 5.

Directing Legislative Services to forward a copy to the Planning and Development Department.  The Chief of Legislative Services is requested to send a copy of this legislation once enacted to the Planning and Development Department, Addressing Unit, for processing, implementation, and coordination with the Public Works Department, Traffic Engineering Division and other affected agencies and organizations.

Section 6.

Effective Date.

This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
