(2) On page 1, line 20, after “2009-2010;” strike “REQUESTING EMERGENCY PASSAGE” and insert “PROVIDING FOR PROCURMENT DIRECTIVE TO BID OUT; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE RECREATION AND COMMUNITY SERVICE DEPARTMENT AND THE PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT SHALL OVERSEE THE INSPECTION AT NO COST; AMENDING THE 2008-2013 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2008-555-E TO AUTHORIZE A PRIORITY 1 STATUS FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “wingate park - batting cage & pavilion”;”;
(3) On page 2, line 2, strike line 2 in its entirety and insert:

“Wingate Park – Batting Cage & Pavilion

(4) On page 2, line 8, strike “Exhibit 1” and insert “Second Revised Exhibit 1, and labeled as “Second Revised Exhibit 1, Proposal, July 20, 2009 – Rules””. 

(5) On page 2, lines 13 through page 3, line 6, strike Sections 4 (Invoking the exception pursuant to Section 126.107(g), Ordinance Code; Authorization to execute contract), Section 5 (Waiver of Construction Bond), Section 6 (Approval and Authorization), and Section 7 (Requesting Emergency Passage), in their entirety and insert new Sections 4, 5 and 6 to read as follows: 
“Section 4. 
Procurement Directive.  The Procurement Division is requested to solicit bids in accordance with Part 2 of Chapter 126, Ordinance Code, for the project described in Second Revised Exhibit 1, attached hereto.”

Section 5.  Oversight Department.   The Recreation and Community Services Department shall oversee the project described herein, and the Public Works Department shall oversee the inspection at no cost.

Section 6.  CIP Amendment.
Ordinance 2008-555-E, being the 2008-2013 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to increase the funding of the project entitled “Wingate Park - Batting Cage & Pavilion.”  This project is more fully described in the CIP Project Information Sheet, attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference, and shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2008-555-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2008-555-E shall continue in full force and effect.
(6) Renumber the remaining sections accordingly;

(7) Remove Exhibit 1 and replace with Second Revised Exhibit 1 attached hereto which attaches the scope of services.

(8) Add Revised Exhibit 2 attached hereto to file number 2009-467 which attaches the CIP.

(9) On page 1, line 1, amend the introductory sentence to add that the bill was amended as reflected herein.

Clarifications: Contractor assumes that the site will be pad ready. We do have
finish grading the slab. We assume that there is a potable water source within 100’ for the
Water Fountain. This price is based on meeting with the association. Should there be any
required changes by the City of Jacksonville Beach an additional cost will be applied.

Exclusions: No fill dirt or site work.
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
