Bill Summary:  This bill appropriates $168,078 from a Council District 3 Capital Projects (ETR, 2004) account to provide for the installation of a 6,200-square-foot batting cage and picnic pavilion at Wingate Park.  Any funds not expended for the project are to revert to the funding source of origin.  Provision is made for the carryover of appropriated funds into the 2009-2010 fiscal year.  Authorization is given to directly procure the services of Jaguar Builders of Jax, Inc., without the necessity of competitive bidding, stating that such procurement is exempted from competitive solicitation pursuant to Section 126.107(g), Ordinance Code.  It is requested that the Procurement Division, as the awarding agency, waive the construction bond requirement, citing Florida Statute 255.05(1)(a) as allowing the waiver of a construction bond for any capital project under $200,000.  Approval is given for a contract for services, and the Mayor, or designee, and Corporation Secretary are authorized to execute said contract and other documents necessary to effectuate the purpose of this ordinance.  Emergency action is requested as the contractor is currently mobilized on neighboring property.
