Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for installation of a 6200 square foot batting cage and picnic pavilion at Wingate Park, located on South Penman Road, Jacksonville Beach, in Council District 13.  A copy of the proposal and abbreviated scope of work are attached hereto as Second Revised Exhibit 1, labeled as “Second Revised Exhibit 1, Proposal, July 20, 2009 – Rules”.  Any funds not expended for the project shall revert to the funding source of origin.
Section 3.

 Carryover.  The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover into Fiscal Year 2009-2010.
Section 4. 
Procurement Directive.  The Procurement Division is requested to solicit bids in accordance with Part 2 of Chapter 126, Ordinance Code, for the project described in Second Revised Exhibit 1, attached hereto.”

Section 5.  Oversight Department.   The Recreation and Community Services Department shall oversee the project described herein, and the Public Works Department shall oversee the inspection at no cost.
Section 6.  CIP Amendment.
Ordinance 2008-555-E, being the 2008-2013 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to increase the funding of the project entitled “Wingate Park - Batting Cage & Pavilion.”  This project is more fully described in the CIP Project Information Sheet, attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference, and shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2008-555-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2008-555-E shall continue in full force and effect.

will build a new batting cage and picnic pavilion on the eastside of the park. The
batting cage and picnic pavilion will be adjacent to the football field and new apartment
complex to the east. The batting cage and picnic pavilion will be a partially enclosed
building. Walls will be open to 8 all the way around the building and than sheeted to 15°.
The roof will be a metal screw down roof. A professional netting system will be installed
on the inside of the cage for baseball activities. The floor will be indoor/outdoor glue
down system to allow for traction a protection. The batting cage will have lighting and
fans. The picnic pavilion will be adjacent to the batting cage as one building. It will have
cover to allow for patrons to get out of the weather. Please see below for the
specifications of the new facility.

Building to be sheeted on all sides and open 8’ between the slab and top of
the metal building. Building A and Building B are a single building.

e Concrete and Compaction Testing” Concrete and Compaction to be tested
and meet minimum construction industry standards.
