Bill Summary:  This bill adopts a Remedial Amendment to the Future Land Use Map series of the 2010 Comprehensive Plan, pursuant to a Stipulated Settlement Agreement.  The subject property, located at 3634 Hendricks Avenue, is owned by Steve Harden, and this Remedial Amendment changes the Future Land Use designation back to Low Density Residential.  Said Remedial Amendment shall not become effective unless and until the Stipulated Settlement Agreement has been executed by the parties and a final order has been issued by the Dept. of Community Affairs or Administration Commission finding the Remedial Amendment in compliance with Florida Statutes.
Background Information:  The City adopted Ordinance 2009-114-E on March 10, 2009, as part of a Comprehensive Plan amendment to change the Land Use Category from Low Density Residential to Residential-Professional-Institutional for the subject property (located on the west side of Hendricks Avenue between Lakewood and Pinetree roads).  Area residents initiated a formal administrative proceeding challenging the Plan amendment, and the various parties have agreed that it is in their respective mutual best interests to avoid lengthy litigation.  The proposed Stipulated Settlement Agreement is the subject of pending Ordinance 2009-469.
