A RESOLUTION EXPRESSING THE CITY’S SUPPORT FOR THE APPLICATION BY NORTHWEST JACKSONVILLE COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION TO PARTICIPATE IN THE FLORIDA COMMUNITY CONTRIBUTION TAX CREDIT PROGRAM FOR PURPOSES OF FOSTERING AFFORDABLE HOUSING THROUGH NEW CONSTRUCTION SALES, RENOVATED UNITS, AND RENTAL REHAB; PROVIDING FOR COMPLIANCE WITH THE COMPREHENSIVE PLAN; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Northwest Jacksonville Community Development Corporation is a Florida not-for-profit  501(c)(3) corporation located at 1122 Golfair Blvd., Jacksonville, FL  32209; and


WHEREAS, Northwest Jacksonville Community Development Corporation is organized exclusively for charitable, religious, educational, and/or scientific purposes and fosters affordable housing through new construction sales, renovated units and rental rehab; and


WHEREAS, since 2001 Jacksonville Community Development Corporation has built and sold fifty new homes to first home buyers, spearheaded the development of a neighborhood action plan, acquired 2.3 acres of land to build additional homes, and expanded its staff into a new office headquarters; and


WHEREAS, the Planning and Development Department has reviewed the Northwest Jacksonville Community Development Corporation Community Contribution Tax Credit Program and finds that it is in compliance with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan in that Housing Goal 1 of the Housing Element states that “the City shall develop stable and definable neighborhoods which offer safe, sound, sanitary housing that is affordable to the present and future residents”; and 


WHEREAS, in order to assist with the cost of the construction and equipping of these new homes, Northwest Jacksonville Community Development Corporation desires to participate in the Florida Community Contribution Tax Credit Program; and


WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville is fully supportive of Northwest Jacksonville Community Development Corporation plans and use of the Community Contribution Tax Credit; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

That the City of Jacksonville hereby endorses and supports the application by Northwest Jacksonville Community Development Corporation to participate in the Florida Community Contribution Tax Credit Program to sponsor projects that promote revitalization of the community through education, planning, housing rehabilitation and new constructional economic development, and advocacy.

Compliance with the Comprehensive Plan.  The City of Jacksonville Planning and Development Department certifies that the affected parcels for the proposed development and the plans are consistent with local plans and regulations, including the City of Jacksonville’s Comprehensive Plan.
