The project imits have been expanded to include shoulder planting areas located between the back
of curb and the FDOT R.O W fence line The project area will also be expanded 1o include the
entire medlan west of SR 9A to Point Meadows Dnve R-A-M proposes that the entire project be
designed at one time but contract drawings identify two separate phases for construction. The first
phase will include medians and shoulder planting areas outside of the SR 9A Limited Access
R.O.W. and the second phase will include medians and shoulder planting areas located within the
SR 9A Limited Access R O.W (it is understood that the second phase of construction will be
delayed unti SR 9A receives Federal Interstate designation)

R-A-M has checked with FDOT and digital files are not availble to be used as a base map.
Accordingly, R-A-M proposes to continue to utilize existing aerial photography as a base map but
reduce the scale of the drawings from 1"=20' to 1"= 30’ in arder to incorporate the entire 200*

extending same to the planted medians will require jack and bore beneath
Baymeadows Road.

. It is assumed that the JEA water connection fees will be included in the design
documents far payment by the Contractor.
