AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $806,179 IN STATE HOUSING INITIATIVES PARTNERSHIP (“SHIP") FUNDS IN ORDER TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR DOWNPAYMENT ASSISTANCE ASSOCIATED WITH THE FLORIDA HOMEBUYER OPPORTUNITY PROGRAM (THE “PROGRAM”) ($765,870.05 TO AWARD A CONTRACT TO HOUSING PARTNERSHIP OF NORTHEAST FLORIDA, INC. TO ADMINISTER THE PROGRAM AND $40,308.95 FOR THE ADMINISTRATIVE, MONITORING AND COMPLIANCE COSTS OF THE HOUSING AND NEIGHBORHOODS DEPARTMENT), AS INITIATED BY B.T. 09-139; APPROVING AND ADOPTING CERTAIN AMENDMENTS TO THE JACKSONVILLE/DUVAL COUNTY AFFORDABLE HOUSING ASSISTANCE PROGRAM LOCAL HOUSING ASSISTANCE PLAN FOR FISCAL YEARS 2009-2010, 2010-2011 AND 2011-2012, AS REQUIRED, UNDER § 420.9075, F.S., AND RULE 67-37.005, F.A.C., OF THE CITY AS A PARTICIPANT IN THE STATE HOUSING INITIATIVES PARTNERSHIP (SHIP) PROGRAM DUE TO THE CREATION OF A NEW HOUSING PROGRAM CALLED THE “FLORIDA HOMEBUYER OPPORTUNITY PROGRAM,” WHICH WILL MAKE IT POSSIBLE FOR RESIDENTS OF DUVAL COUNTY TO DERIVE MAXIMUM ECONOMIC BENEFIT FROM THE FEDERAL FIRST-TIME HOMEBUYER TAX CREDIT; AUTHORIZING THE SUBMISSION TO THE FLORIDA HOUSING FINANCE CORPORATION FOR ITS APPROVAL OF THE AMENDED NEW PLAN TO ADD THE PROGRAM AND MAKE TECHNICAL REVISIONS; AUTHORIZING ANY FURTHER ACTION AND NON-SUBSTANTIVE REVISIONS TO THE PROPOSED AMENDMENTS NECESSARY OR APPROPRIATE TO RECEIVE APPROVAL OF AMENDED NEW PLAN FROM THE FLORIDA HOUSING FINANCE CORPORATION; PROVIDING FOR THE CARRYOVER OF FUNDS APPROPRIATED UNDER THE  JACKSONVILLE/DUVAL COUNTY AFFORDABLE HOUSING ASSISTANCE PROGRAM LOCAL HOUSING ASSISTANCE PLAN FOR FISCAL YEARS 2009-2010, 2010-2011 AND 2011-2012; REQUESTING EMERGENCY PASSAGE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.  

WHEREAS, pursuant to Ordinance 2009-277-E, the Council approved and adopted the plan titled “Jacksonville/Duval County Affordable Housing Assistance Program Local Housing Assistance Plan For Fiscal Years 2009-2010, 2010-2011 and 2011-2012” commencing July 1, 2009 for fiscal years 2009-2010, 2010-2011 and 2011-2012 (the “New Plan”) and the City submitted the New Plan to the Florida Housing Finance Corporation (“FHFC”) for its approval; and


WHEREAS, FHFC has requested certain revisions to the New Plan as a condition to its approval;

WHEREAS, under § 420.9075, F.S., and Rule 67-37.005, F.A.C., the City, as a municipality participating in the State Housing Initiatives Partnership (“SHIP”) Program, is required to adopt certain amendments to the New Plan due to the creation of a new housing program called the “Florida Homebuyer Opportunity Program,” which will make it possible for residents of Duval County to derive maximum economic benefit from the federal first-time homebuyer tax credit; now, therefore,

Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.  Appropriation.  For the 2008-2009 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation set forth in Section 1 is to provide funding for downpayment assistance associated with the Florida Homebuyer Opportunity Program (the “Program”)($765,870.05 to award a contract to Housing Partnership of Northeast Florida, Inc. to administer the Program and $40,308.95 to cover the costs of administration, monitoring and compliance by the Housing and Neighborhoods Department). The Program will make it possible for residents of Duval County to derive maximum economic benefit from the federal first-time homebuyer tax credit by providing downpayment assistance loans of ten percent (10%) of the purchase price of the home or $8,000, whichever is less.
Section 3.

Revisions to Jacksonville/Duval County Affordable Housing Assistance Program Local Housing Assistance Plan Purpose.  In addition to the appropriation and purpose stated in Sections 1 and 2 above, the purpose of this ordinance is to approve the amendments to the New Plan required under § 420.9075, F.S., and Rule 67-37.005, F.A.C., and to add a new program for the City’s receipt and distribution of SHIP funds from the State of Florida according to the requirements of law. The City, as a municipality participating in the SHIP Program, is required to adopt such amendments to the New Plan, as requested by FHFC and due to the creation of the a new housing program called the “Florida Homebuyer Opportunity Program” (the “New Program”), which will make it possible for residents of Duval County to derive the maximum economic benefit from the federal first-time homebuyer tax credit.
Section 4.

Approval and Adoption of Amended New Plan.  The amendments to the New Plan are hereby approved and adopted.  A copy of the amended New Plan is attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference.
Section 5.

Approval of Submission to FHFC, Further Action and Non-Substantive Amendments.  The Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary, are hereby authorized to submit the amended New Plan (substantially in the form attached hereto as Exhibit 2) to the FHFC and, without further approval by the Council of the City of Jacksonville, to take any further action and make any non-substantive revisions to the amended New Plan as may be necessary or desirable to receive FHFC’s approval of the amended New Plan.  Any such revisions to the amended New Plan shall be promptly filed with the Legislative Services Division.

Section 6.

Carryover of Funds.  As previously established by Ordinance 2009-277-E adopting the New Plan, any funds appropriated but not expended under the New Plan shall not lapse but shall carryover as appropriated funds from year to year under the New Plan.
Section 7.

Requesting Emergency Passage, Pursuant to Council Rules 4.901 Emergency.

Emergency passage of this legislation is requested.  The nature of the emergency is that funding for the State’s New Program becomes available July 1, 2009, and the City must have adopted this amendment adding the New Program to the New Plan to be eligible to receive and expend these funds.
Section 8.
 
Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
