AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $806,179 IN STATE HOUSING INITIATIVES PARTNERSHIP (“SHIP") FUNDS IN ORDER TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR DOWNPAYMENT ASSISTANCE ASSOCIATED WITH THE FLORIDA HOMEBUYER OPPORTUNITY PROGRAM (THE “PROGRAM”) ($765,870.05 TO AWARD A CONTRACT TO HOUSING PARTNERSHIP OF NORTHEAST FLORIDA, INC. TO ADMINISTER THE PROGRAM AND $40,308.95 FOR THE ADMINISTRATIVE, MONITORING AND COMPLIANCE COSTS OF THE HOUSING AND NEIGHBORHOODS DEPARTMENT), AS INITIATED BY B.T. 09-139; PROVIDING A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS TO FISCAL YEAR 2009-2010; AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER DOCUMENTS AND TAKE FURTHER ACTION TO EFFECTUATE THE PURPOSE OF THIS ORDINANCE;   REQUESTING EMERGENCY PASSAGE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation set forth in Section 1 is to provide funding for downpayment assistance associated with the Florida Homebuyer Opportunity Program (the “Program”)($765,870.05 to award a contract to Housing Partnership of Northeast Florida, Inc. to administer the Program and $40,308.95 to cover the costs of administration, monitoring and compliance by the Housing and Neighborhoods Department). The Program will make it possible for residents of Duval County to derive maximum economic benefit from the federal first-time homebuyer tax credit by providing downpayment assistance loans of ten percent (10%) of the purchase price of the home or $8,000, whichever is less.

Section 3. 
Carryover of Funds.  The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover into fiscal year 2009-2010.
Section 4.
Authorization.
The Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to (1) execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the City, all documents necessary or appropriate to effectuate the purpose of this ordinance and (2) take, or cause to be taken, for and on behalf of the City, such further action to effectuate the purpose of this ordinance.

Requesting Emergency Passage, Pursuant to Council Rules 4.901 Emergency.

Emergency passage of this legislation is requested.  The nature of the emergency is that funding for the Program becomes available July 1, 2009.

Section 6. 
Effective Date. This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
