The Finance Committee offers its first amendment to File No. 2009-491:
(1) On page 1, lines 11-19, strike “WAIVING THE PROVISIONS OF SECTION 122.422(C)(SALE OF PROPERTY THROUGH REAL ESTATE DIVISION; INVESTIGATION OF NEED; COUNCIL ACTION) OF CHAPTER 122 (PUBLIC PROPERTY), ORDINANCE CODE, SO AS TO ALLOW FOR THE MARKETING AND DISPOSITION OF THE SUBJECT PARCEL BY AUCTION, DIRECT SALE OR LISTING WITH A LICENSED REAL ESTATE BROKER;” and insert “REQUIRING THE SUBJECT PROPERTY TO BE SOLD AT AUCTION, AND WAIVING SECTION 122.422 (SALE OF PROPERTY THROUGH REAL ESTATE DIVISION; INVESTIGATION OF NEED; COUNCIL ACTION) ORDINANCE CODE, TO AUTHORIZE SALE BY AUCTION INSTEAD OF BY BID;”
(2) On page 2, line 11, strike “Exhibit 2” and insert “Revised Exhibit 2, and labeled as “Revised Exhibit 2, Real Est. Off. Cert., Finance – August 3, 2009””;

(3) Remove Exhibit 2 and replace with Revised Exhibit 2, attached hereto, to include the appraised value of the property;

(4) On page 2, lines 12-23, strike Section 3 in its’ entirety,  and replace same with a new Section 3 to read as follows:

“Section 3. Property to be sold at auction.  Waiver of Section 122.422. The property described in Section 2 hereof shall be sold at auction. Section 122.422, (sale of property through Real Estate Division; investigation of need; Council action) Ordinance Code, is hereby waived to allow for the sale of the subject property by auction instead of by bid.” 
(5) Renumber remaining sections accordingly.

(6) On page 2, line 29, after “Account”, insert “(Account number HNCD1A1BG-36907-790021-PDC001 09);

(7) On page 1, line 1, amend the introductory sentence to add that the bill was amended as reflected herein.
