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ORDINANCE 2009-491-E
AN ORDINANCE REPEALING ORDINANCE 2003-1028-E PERTAINING TO THE SURPLUS OF CERTAIN REAL PROPERTY; DECLARING THAT CERTAIN PARCEL OF REAL PROPERTY (R.E. # 064937-0000), LOCATED ON EDISON AVENUE BETWEEN BROWARD STREET AND NIXON STREET, IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 9, TO BE SURPLUS TO THE NEEDS OF THE CITY; REQUIRING THE SUBJECT PROPERTY TO BE SOLD AT AUCTION, AND WAIVING SECTION 122.422 (SALE OF PROPERTY THROUGH REAL ESTATE DIVISION; INVESTIGATION OF NEED; COUNCIL ACTION) ORDINANCE CODE, TO AUTHORIZE SALE BY AUCTION INSTEAD OF BY BID; WAIVING THE PROVISIONS OF SECTION 122.429 (USES OF PROCEEDS FROM SURPLUS LAND SALES) OF CHAPTER 122 (PUBLIC PROPERTY), ORDINANCE CODE, SO AS TO ALLOW THE NET PROCEEDS FROM THE SALE OF THE  SUBJECT PARCEL TO BE DEPOSITED INTO THE COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT ACCOUNT, THE SOURCE OF THE FEDERAL FUNDS USED TO MAKE THE ORIGINAL PURCHASE OF THE SUBJECT PARCEL; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Repealing 2003-1028-E.
The Council hereby repeals Ordinance 2003-1028-E, enacted by the Council on September 23, 2003, pertaining to the surplus of certain real property.
Section 2.

Declaration of Surplus.  The City hereby declares that certain parcel of real property (R.E.# 064937-0000), located on Edison Avenue between Broward Street and Nixon Street, in Council District 9, as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference, to be surplus to the needs of the City of Jacksonville.  A copy of the certificate from the Chief of Real Estate for the surplus of real property, required by Rule 3.102 (Preparation of Bills), is attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 2, and labeled as “Revised Exhibit 2, Real Est. Off. Cert., Finance – August 3, 2009”.
Section 3.  Property to be sold at auction.  Waiver of Section 122.422. The property described in Section 2 hereof shall be sold at auction. Section 122.422, (sale of property through Real Estate Division; investigation of need; Council action) Ordinance Code, is hereby waived to allow for the sale of the subject property by auction instead of by bid.

Section 4.

Waiver of Section 122.429, Ordinance Code, authorized.  The provisions of Section 122.429 (Uses of proceeds from surplus land sales) of Chapter 122 (Public Property), Ordinance Code, are hereby waived so as to allow the net proceeds from the sale of the subject parcel to be deposited into the Community Development Block Grant Account (Account number HNCD1A1BG-36907-790021-PDC001 09) for future appropriation. Waiver is sought because the Community Development Block Grant Account is the account from which federal funds were taken to make the original purchase of the subject parcel and any proceeds from the subsequent sale of the subject parcel must be returned to the source account.
Section 5.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
