Closure action has been requested by Habitat for Humanity to eliminate an encroachment situation created by the construction of a house over the easement area.  The legislation states that a $1,000 application fee has been paid, and that any objections from governmental agencies have been resolved.  Emergency passage is requested to prevent Habitat for Humanity from having to forfeit grant dollars associated with this property.
Background Information:  The easement is located in the vicinity of Oak Arbor Road and Wood Creek Lane, and portions of certain other existing easements are excepted from this closure.
