Bill Summary: This ordinance approves and authorizes the Mayor and Corporation Secretary to execute and deliver that certain Sovereignty Submerged Lands Easement (BOT. No. 160232682) between the City of Jacksonville and the Board of Trustees of the Internal Improvement Trust Fund of the State of Florida, retroactive to October 9, 2007, for construction of a drainage channel and dredging in Moncrief Creek (Project 2009-117).
Background:  A Sovereignty Submerged Lands Easement is required because the bottoms of water bodies in the State of Florida are owned by the State.  The Board of Trustees of the Internal Improvement Trust Fund is, in actuality, the Florida Cabinet, Florida’s Constitutional Officers.  The fee for the easement is waived.
