BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Submerged Lands Easement Approved.  There is hereby approved, and the Mayor and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, that certain Sovereignty Submerged Lands Easement (BOT. No. 160232682) between the City of Jacksonville (Lessee) and the Board of Trustees of the Internal Improvement Trust Fund of the State of Florida (Lessor), the effective date of which is retroactive to October 9, 2007, in substantially the same form as is attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference. Said easement, the fee for which has been waived, authorizes Lessee to construct a drainage channel and dredge in Moncrief Creek (Project 2009-117).

Section 2.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

A The Grantee shall instruct all constructton personnel assoctated with the docking facility ot the potential
presence of manatees and the need to avoid collisions with manatees  When conducting waler-related construction
activiues, 4l construcuion personnel are responsible tor observing the area for the presence of manatees

B The Grantee shall advise all construction personnel that there are civil and criminal penalties for harming,
harassing. or killing manatees which are protected under the Marine Mammal Protecuion Act of 1972, the Endungered
Species Act of 1973, or the Flonda Manatee Sanctuary Act

C The Grantee shall ensure that siltation barriers are made of material in which manatees cannot become
entangled The Grantee shall ensure that these siltation barriers are properly secured and regularty monstored to avoid
manatee entrapment Stltation barriers must not block manatee entry to or exit from essential habitat

D The Grantee shall ensure that all vessels associated with the construction project operate at “no
wahe/idle” speeds at all umes while (n the construction area and while in water where the draft of the vessel provides
less than a four-foot clearance from the bottom and that vessels will follow routes of deep water whenever possible

E It onc or more manatces are seen within 100 yards of the active daily construction/dredging operation o
any vessel movement, all appropriate precautions shall be implemented to ensure the protection of the manatees The
operation of all moving equipment within 50 feet of any manatee 1s strictly prohibited Operation of any equipment
within 50 feet of any manatee shall necessitate immediate shut down of that equipment Construction activities will
not resume untif all manatees have departed the easement area on their own volition

F Any collision with and/or injury to a manatee shall be reported immediately to the Flonida Fish and
Wildlife Conservation Commussion Hothne at 1-888-404-FWCC and to the U S Fish and Wildhfe Service,

Jacksonville Office (1-904-232-2580) for North Florida or Vero Beach Field Office (1-561-562-3909) for South
Florida
