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ORDINANCE 2009-505-E
AN ORDINANCE CONCERNING PUBLIC SERVICE GRANTS; CONSIDERING THE JACKSONVILLE HISTORICAL SOCIETY’S NONCOMPLIANCE OF PART OF ORDINANCE CODE CHAPTER 118 FOR TWO PUBLIC SERVICE GRANTS; PROVIDING REMEDIAL ACTION; REQUESTING EMERGENCY PASSAGE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the public service grant provisions in Chapter 118.207(e), Ordinance Code requires the grant recipients to establish separate bank accounts for public service grant funds; and  

WHEREAS, the Jacksonville Historical Society, Inc. (“JHS”) received two public service grants: 1) JHS contract number 8261-11 for Heritage Publication in the amount of $9,658; and 2) JHS contract number 8261-12 for Heritage Education in the amount of $30,165.  Grant funds for both grant projects were placed in one bank account instead of in 2 two separate bank accounts as required by the ordinance code and their contracts: and

WHEREAS, from time to time, JHS expended funds from an operating account to pay for expenses for grant projects, instead of the account in which the grant funds were actually placed and JHS would subsequently reimburse the operating account from the grant account for the grant projects; and 

WHEREAS, JHS hired a certified public accountant to review the grants expenditures and has provided an audit report; a copy of the revised Schedules of the Source and Status of Funds Received from the City of Jacksonville which is attached hereto as Exhibit 1, certifying that the grant funds received were expended for the grant projects defined in the contracts referenced above; such certification does not cure the identified  past infractions; and 

WHEREAS, as a result of the failure to establish separate bank accounts, and the occasional reimbursement of the operating account from the grant account, JHS has been placed on the noncompliance list and are thereby unable to receive the funds appropriated for the 2008-2009 fiscal year until JHS is removed from that list; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Adoption of recommended findings and conclusions.  The Council adopts the above whereas recitals as findings and has reviewed the referenced contracts and the CPA audit report which are on file in the City Council Legislative Services Division.  The Council acknowledges that this action is a one time remedial action specific to the referenced contracts. After full consideration of the record, the Council acknowledges that JHS has expended grant funds for grant projects and directs the Council Auditor to remove JHS from the noncompliance list, and further directs the grant administrators to continue monitoring and administering the remaining grant funds in accordance with Chapter 118, Ordinance Code and the applicable grant contracts. 

Section 2.

Requesting Emergency Passage, Pursuant to Council Rules 4.901 Emergency. Emergency passage is requested. The nature of the emergency is that JHS cannot be removed from the noncompliance list until the enactment of this legislation and as such it may impair future funding 

Section 3.

Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
