“Section 13.3
Reconciliation of schedules, text, codification, journal entries”;

(3) Renumber the remaining Table of Contents section number accordingly;

(4) On page 6, lines 22 & 23, page 7, lines 8 & 10, and page 34, line 3, strike “Second Revised Schedule A” and insert “Third Revised Schedule A”

(5) On page 6, lines 24 & 25, page 7, lines 10 & 11, page 8, lines 28 & 29 and page 34, line 19, strike “Second Revised Schedule B” and insert “Third Revised Schedule B”

(6) Amend the employee cap and the temporary hours authorized in Section 1.4 Employees Authorized; Allocated to reflect the action by the City Council on September 17, 2009 to maintain the library hours at the same level of service hours as the 2008-2009 fiscal year.
Amend as follows:

(a)
On page 10, line 30, strike “8,048” and insert “8,062”. 

(b)
On page 11, line 19, strike “1,309,561” and insert “1,315,354”;

(7) On page 26, line 29, after “officials” insert “and the employees of the Police and Fire Pension Fund”;

(8) On page 30, lines 6 through 9, strike the following:

“Also within the General Fund, an additional $188,000 in revenues shall be budgeted for interest earnings related to interest earnings accumulated after October 1, 2009 in fiscal year 2009-10.” 



and insert the following:

“Also within the General Fund, an additional estimated $188,000 in revenues shall be budgeted for interest earnings related to interest earnings accumulated after October 1, 2009 in fiscal year 2009-10, in accordance with state law.”

(9) On page 33, line 13½, insert a new Section 13.3 to read as follows:

“Section 13.3.  Reconciliation of schedules, text, codification, journal entries.

The Office of General Counsel and the Council Auditor’s Office are authorized to make all changes to titles, tables of content, Ordinance Code, journal entries, schedules, attachments, editorial and text changes consistent with the changes set forth herein to effectuate the Council’s action.”

(10) Renumber the remaining sections accordingly;

(11) The Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office operating lapse for the 2009-2010 fiscal year is established at $545,000.   Pursuant to the operational reductions identified in the Information Technology Department budget, less funds will need to be borrowed from the Banking Fund. The General Counsel, and the Council Auditors are authorized to make the appropriate modification in the banking fund in accordance with the Council approved action; and

Remove Second Revised Schedule A and replace with the Third Revised Schedule A attached hereto;

Remove Second Revised Schedule B and replace with the Third Revised Schedule B attached hereto; 

(12) On page 1, line 1, amend the introductory sentence to add that the bill was amended as reflected herein.
