ORDINANCE 2009-516-W
AN ORDINANCE REGARDING STORMWATER MANAGEMENT AND CHAPTER 754 (STORMWATER MANAGEMENT UTILITY CODE); ELIMINATING CERTAIN STORMWATER MANAGEMENT FEES BY REPEALING ORDINANCES 2007-836-E AND 2008-129-E; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville, in Ordinances 2007-836-E and 2008-129-E; sought to address stormwater issues; and to develop a dedicated stream of revenue to meet the City’s stormwater needs; and

WHEREAS, the City finds that the fees associated with Ordinances 2007-836-E and 2008-129-E are regressive in nature, and place an undue burden on Jacksonville’s citizens who are least able to afford same; and those revenues should be recouped from other sources, or through reductions in spending; now therefore  
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Ordinances 2007-836-E and 2008-129-E Repealed.    Ordinances 2007-836-E and 2008-129-E are hereby repealed.
