AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 0.81( ACRES LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 10 AT 4119 and 4129 sudbury AVENUE and 4124 blanding boulevard BETWEEN nazworth road AND barthof avenue (R.E. NOs. 104838-0000, 104839-0000 and 104818-0000), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, OWNED BY dr. david gouch, FROM rld-60 (residential low density-60) and cro (commercial residential office) DISTRICTs TO PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, to permit OFFICE AND PARKING uses, AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPROVED WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE dr. DAVID gouch PUD; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Dr. David Gouch, the owner of approximately 0.81( acres located in Council District 10 at 4119 and 4129 Sudbury Avenue and 4124 Blanding Boulevard between Nazworth Road and Barthof Avenue (R.E. Nos. 104838-0000, 104839-0000 and 104818-0000), as more particularly described in Revised Exhibit 1, attached hereto (Subject Property), has applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from RLD-60 (Residential Low Density-60) and CRO (Commercial Residential Office) Districts to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2010 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from RLD-60 (Residential Low Density-60) and CRO (Commercial Residential Office) Districts to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as shown and described in the approved site plan dated August 25, 2009, and written description dated August 25, 2009, for the Dr. David Gouch PUD.   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit office and parking uses, as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description, both attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 2.
Section 2.

Rezoning Approved Subject to Condition. This rezoning is approved subject to the following condition:

(a) If there is any inconsistency between the written description and the site plan for Part 6 requirements, the site plan shall prevail.

Section 3.

Owner and Description.

Section 4.

I-Summary Description:

The applicant seeks to re-zone approximately +/- acres at 4124 Blanding Blvd and the property
immediately to the rear of the current medical office building. Subject property is currently in the
RPI and LDR Land Use categories and the current zoning is CRO and RLD-60. Surrounding
uses include CRO and CCG-1 to the north and south and RLD-60 to the west. To the east there is
CRO and CN zoning.

The proposed PUD zoning would allow the current owner/occupant of the property, Dr. David
Gouch, to offset, not intensify, his limited parking capabilities that were imposed upon his
property by the widening of Blanding Blvd,, by allowing additional patient parking to the rear of
the existing medical oftice.

1I-Uses and Restrictions:

The PUD insures that the existing CRO use will remain in place and the area to the rear of the
existing building will be limited to purking. The existing single family homes that face Sudbury
Street shall remain as single family use.

The applicant proposes to develop the property to the rear of the existing office as a patient
parking lot.

Significant site improvements will be added to the area including the addition of a perimeter
landscape bufter that will provide conforming use tor the RLD-60 zoning tor the single family
homes to the rear and provide parking as noted on the site plan. a six foot wooden perimeter
fence, a new gravel parking surface and tree planting that will meet or exceed existing
landscaping regulations.

I1I-Design Guideline:

There are no proposed structures to be built in this PUD.

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IV- Ingress, Egress and Circulation:

1- Parking requirements: Parking requirements for this development shall be consistent with
the requirements of Part 6 of the Zoning Code.

2- Vehicular access: Vehicular access for the property shall be by way of entrance off
Blanding Blvd. as shown in the site plan.

V-Signs:

1- One (1), up to twenty-four (24) square foot sign not exceeding twelve feet (12°) in height.
[Numinated monument sign on Blanding Blvd. shall be allowed as shown on the site
plan.

2- The existing wall sign shall remain in place.

3- Directional signs shall not exceed four (4) square feet.

VI-Landscaping:

The property shall be developed in accordance with Part 12 Landscape Regulations of the
Zoning Code with the exception of the uncomplementary buffer along the rear (west) property
line. The uncomplementary bufter width will be reduced to S feet adjacent to Lot 23 of Cedar
Hills, Unit 2.

VII-Utilities:

Water, sewer and electricity will be provided by JEA.

VIII-Justification for Planned Unit Development Classification for the Project:

The proposed project is consistent with the general purpose and intent of the City of Jacksonville
2010 Comprehensive Plan Land Use and Zoning reguiations. The project will be beneficial to the
surrounding neighborhood and community;
