Bill Summary:  This bill amends various sections of the Zoning Code to require a delay in the Planning Commission public meeting and the public hearing before the appropriate Council committee until signs pursuant to a rezoning application have been properly posted.  Inspection of such signs by the Planning and Development Dept. is to take place not less than 20 days prior to the public meeting at the Planning Commission to certify that proper posting has occurred.  Provisions are stricken that state that a Council committee hearing “may” be delayed until signs are properly posted.  Also stricken is the provision that failure of the Planning and Development Dept. to make such inspections, or of the signs to remain in place, shall not invalidate or otherwise have any effect upon a public hearing or action taken by the committee or the Council on an application for rezoning.
Background Information:  The applicant for a rezoning is required to post signs, and the Planning and Development Dept. is required to inspect such signs, at least once, subsequent to posting.
