Bill Summary: This ordinance reallocates $11,000,000 from the Total Maximum Daily Loads (TMDL) Initiative/River Accord account to various bond projects to facilitate the construction of such projects, the designs of which are nearing completion, as initiated by B.T. 09-137; amends the 2008-2013 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program, approved by Ordinance 2008-555-E, to provide additional funding for the projects entitled “Venetia Terrace,” “Lincoln Villas,” “Mandarin Drainage (Mandarin/Orange Pickers),” “Sandalwood Canal,” and “Newtown Phases III, IV, V & VI.”
Background:  The River Accord, an agreement that Duval County is a party to, is committed to the impacts of the Total Maximum Daily Loads (TMDL) on the St. Johns River and its many tributaries.  TMDL is the maximum amount of a pollutant that a waterbody can receive and maintain its designated uses such as drinking water, fishing, swimming.  TMDL is a federally required water quality program administered by the Florida Department of Environmental Protection.  This ordinance moves funds from the TMDL Initiative/River Accord Stormwater account to Venetia Terrace, located in Council District 14, Lincoln Villas, located in Council District 10, Mandarin/Orange Pickers located in Council District 6, Sandalwood Canal, located in Council District 2 and Newtown, located in Council District 9.  The River Accord Stormwater fees had been appropriated last year, as well as this year.  This bill allocates those funds to specific projects that need to be completed.
