ORDINANCE 2009-554
An ordinance APPROPRIATING $175,000 FROM THE RESERVE FOR FEDERAL PROGRAMS ACCOUNT TO MATCH GRANT FUNDS IN THE AMOUNT OF $150,000 PREVIOUSLY APPROPRIATED FROM THE JESSIE BALL DUPONT FUND BY ORDINANCE 2007-11-E IN ORDER TO PROVIDE FUNDING TO INITIATE CONSTRUCTION OF THE JESSIE BALL DUPONT PARK PROJECT, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 09-141; PROVIDING A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS TO FISCAL YEAR 2009-2010; AMENDING THE 2008-2013 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2008-555-E FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “JESSIE BALL DUPONT PARK”; AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER DOCUMENTS AND TAKE FURTHER ACTION TO EFFECTUATE THE PURPOSE OF THIS ORDINANCE; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE DEPARTMENT OF RECREATION AND COMMUNITY SERVICES; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2008-2009 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Section 2.

Carryover.

The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover to fiscal year 2009-2010.
Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to transfer $175,000 from the Reserve for Federal Programs Account to match grant funds in the amount of $150,000 previously appropriated from the Jessie Ball DuPont Fund by Ordinance 2007-11-E, in order to provide funding to initiate construction of the Jessie Ball DuPont Park Project.  A copy of the grant agreement is attached hereto as Exhibit 2.

Section 4.

CIP Amendment.  Ordinance 2008-555-E, being the 2008-2013 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to increase the budget for the project entitled “Jessie Ball DuPont Park.”  This project is more fully described in the Project Information Sheet, attached hereto as Exhibit 3 and incorporated herein by this reference.  This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2008-555-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2008-555-E shall continue in full force and effect. 

Section 5.

Authorization.
The Mayor, or his designee, is hereby authorized to (1) execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the City, all agreements and other documents necessary or appropriate to effectuate the purpose of this ordinance and (2) take, or cause to be taken, for and on behalf of the City, such further action to effectuate the purpose of this ordinance.

Oversight Department. The Department of Recreation and Community Services shall oversee the project described herein.
Section 7.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

Dear Mayor Peyton:

It is my pleasure to inform you that at a recent meeting the trustees of the
Jessie Ball duPont Religious, Charitable and Educational Fund made a grant of $150,000
to assist the City's Department of Parks, Recreation, Entertainment and Conservation in
renovating Jessie Ball duPont Park, also known as Treaty Oak Park. We wish to be
notified when the fundraising for this project is complete, and about the health of Treaty
Oak on a more regular basis. Upon receipt of the executed grants letter, we plan to pay
this grant on or about December 15, 2006. A final written report and a final fiscal
accounting are due at the end of the grant period. In writing to us about this grant,
please refer to Grant No. 2006-315.

In order that the Fund may comply with all Internal Revenue Code Regulations
and other requirements, we ask that you indicate your agreement to follow the terms
stated below by signing the copy of this letter in the space provided and returning it to

our office:

1. Applicant agrees to expend the funds from this grant only for the
purposes stated above and in accordance with section 501(c)(3), section
4945 and other applicable provisions of the Internal Revenue Code.

2. - The Jessie Ball duPont Fund may monitor and conduct an evaluation of
operations under this grant, including full and complete access to your
files and financial records relating to the grant or your tax status, upon a
reasonably timely request.

3. We require notification of any change in your Federal tax status before or
during the period the grant funds a/re being spent.
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4, It is understood that grant payments, which are yet to be made by the
Fund, may be discontinued, modified, or withheld if, in our sole
judgment, such action is necessary.

5. At the end of the grant period, a written report on the renovations and a
final fiscal accounting are due,

6. Any portion of the grant funds not used in accordance with these terms
will be repaid to the Jessie Ball duPont Religious, Charitable, and Educa-
tional Fund. No funds from this grant will be used to carry on propa-
ganda or to influence the outcome of any specific public election or to
carry on directly or indirectly any voter-registration drive. .

7. Regarding publicity for this grant, the Fund's policy is for the grantee to
handle press releases and public announcements in a way that is most
beneficial to the grantee. ' The Fund is glad to help in the preparation of
any materials for this proposal. In addition to any communications
activities around this particular grant, the Fund plans to release a list of
the grants made at the recent meeting of the trustees.
