Bill Summary: This ordinance appropriates $22,464 from the Bureau of Justice Assistance of the United States Department of Justice, with no local match, in order to provide funding to the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office to obtain software with licenses and to install a new Security Threat Assessment Team (STAT) system for use by the JSO Corrections personnel in evaluating risk management and security factors, as initiated by B.T. 09-145.
Background:  The Security Threat Assessment Team (STAT) system that is acquired by this legislation enables JSO’s Corrections personnel to evaluate risk management and security factors within jail facilities.  The software increases officers’ safety by providing physical descriptions, information on gang affiliations and other threats.
Policy Impact: Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office/United States Justice Department/Corrections Facilities
Fiscal Impact:  This ordinance appropriates $22,464 in federal funds, requiring no local match.
