Bill Summary: This ordinance appropriates $23,988 from a $20,000 (federal) Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) Environmental Justice Grant awarded to the Brownfields Program and an in-kind contribution of $3,988 from the Duval County Health Department) to provide funding to conduct focus group sessions to identify environmental health concerns of residents in the Jacksonville Urban Core and reduce environmental risks inside of the home by offering health home assessments and educating residents on environmental hazards, as initiated by B.T. 09-146.
Background:  The EPA defines Brownfields sites as abandoned or idled areas or industrial/commercial facilities where redevelopment is complicated by real or perceived environmental contamination.   The focus group sessions will be conducted by the Duval County Health Department.  Overseeing the focus groups that will address environmental hazards in the home will be an advisory board that will consist of community residents, local businesses, City representatives, academia and local nonprofit organizations.
